Probably, in considering this case
it will Ih shown that not only govern-
ment property has been consumed in
a private business but, in addition,
lue property created through the use of
public property has not contributed a
wnt of support in the form of taxes to
the support of the government, al-

though the (iolcomia mine is one of
the "fabulously rich" ones of the
Baker district.
