His cruel and designing uncle
the duke of tiloucester, later Kin
Kichard III., secured possession of hi
person and imprisoned him ami hi
younger brother in the tower of Ion
don.

The last King Kdward, son of Heury
VIII.. succeeded to the tlironi when 1

vears 01 age. plotting against him
his brother was executed on Tower
hill, the young king signing the fatal
decree. A vears later his protector
was also led out to execution on a de
cree signed hy the vaeillatinu child
monarch, lie died at the vouthtul age
of 17, under giving rise
to a suspicion that he bad been
poisoned, but it is thought this sus
piciou was unfounded, and his death
