THE TURRET ED MONITOR.

John Erlccson Was Born One Hun-
dred Years Ago Today He Revolu-
tionized Naval Warefare at One
Stroke His Birthday May Be Made
a National Holiday In Sweden.

New York. July 31.-O- ne hundredyears ago today. In a little town In
far-of- f Sweden, there was born one
who was destined to revolutionise- the

i methods of naval construction and
i naval warfare and Incidentally to aid
I In no small measure In the pVcserva- -

the land of his adoption. John Kr- -

lecson was his name and the "Moni-
tor" his monument.

The aunlvert-ar- of Kt lecson's birth
: has for a number of years been a fes-
tal day among the Swedish citizens
of the United Stales, but this year,

, which Is the centenary, Is to be mark-- I
ed b celebrations on n scale more
than usually elaborate and wide-- ,

spriad. Preparations tor the observ-
ance have been going forwnrd for
more man a year. In Now Jersey,
Illinois, Kansas, Minnesota nnd other
slates where large Swedish settle-
ments exist the observance of the
day will be qulto general. The cen-
tenary will also result In the erection
of several statues and other monu-
ments to the great Swedish engineer
and Inventor.

For the past 10 .ears a heroic nion-- !

umcnt to the memory of Kriecson has
occupied a conspicuous position in
Mattery Park, this city, but the Swed-
ish residents hae lately come lo tlu!
conclusion thai the stnttio was not
satisfactory and have decided lo re-
place It wllli one regarded as more
suitable The new statue has been
placed near the site of the old one
and will be unveiled next week with
elaborate ceremony. Minneapolis Is
also to pay tribute- to the memory of
the distinguished Swede by erecting
a monument designed by Oustnv l.lnd-berg- ,

an eminent sculptor of Stock-
holm.

' In addition to these material trib-
utes a movement Is on fool to fur-- 1

tlier piot-erv- the memory and fame
of Captain Hrlccson by establishing
the custom among the Swedes of
America of obsenlug the anniversary
of his lilrth as a national holiday In
the same way that the Norwegians
(elebrnle the anniversary of the
adoption of their constitution and the
French the anniversary of I In- - lull of
the Hastile.
