creamery at Payette.

W. L. Maple, the manager of tho
creamery, will return to the city in a
few days when he would lUto to tnlk
over the creamery situation witn tne
fnrmers or those Interested In the es
tabllsbmenl of a creamery here. It
is his nlnn to buy the butter fat of the
farmurs of this section for Bnipnioni
to the creamery already established
and convert It Into butter nt that
place until such a time as tho pat
ronage will wnrrant estaDiisnmcnt
of a plant In this city. ,

It is the opinion of Mr, Maple
based on his experience, that it would
take at least a year to build up n
creamery In this section to the point
where It would have sufficient pat
ronage to put it on a paying basis. It
would take nearly one thousand cows
to make a money making institution
of nny Importance, for the cost of In-

stallation, the price of the milk used
and the incidental expenses of the
plant would eat up the profits for
some time after starting. Therefore
It would he the best plan, and tho one
surest of success in the estimation of
.Mr. .Maple, to start by building ip
the dairy interests of the section and
increasing the number of milk giv- -

j Ing cows before going to the expense
of putting In a plant.
