SIXTEEN THOUSAND-TO-

WARSHIP IN THE WATER,

New Battleship is One of the Very
Finest Ever Built, Being
In Every Particular, and Has Some
Improvements Net Found In Any
Otner Similar Structure Believed
to Be Absolutely the Finest Afloat.

Neyiiort News, Va April C In
the presence of thousands of cheer-
ing spectators and to a chorus of
booming guns, screeching whistles
and clanging bells, the big lCOOfl-to- n

battleship Virginia gracefully
glided from the ways at the yard or
tho Newport News Shipbuilding &
Drydock company today. The In-

teresting ceremony took place short-
ly before 1 o'clock, and as the new
warship swopt down the ways and
took her maiden dip In the rippling
waves of historic James river, the
assembled multitude wildly cheered
the now addition to Uncle Sam's
fleet.

Tho battleship Virginia embodies
tho highest Ingenuity and mature ex-

perience of American naval experts.
The general dimensions of the ship
are: Length on load waterllne, 435
foot; breadth (extreme) at load wa-
terllne, 7C feet 2 Inches: trial dis
placement, about 15,000 tons; mean
draught nt trial displacement, about
23 feet 0 inches; greatest draught,
full load, 20 feet.

i In the 15,000 or more tons repre-- I

scuted in the Virginia, tho many an-- I

tagonlstlc qualities essential to a
perfect fighting machine .have been
compromised and Incorporated In

I the proportion which experience
seems to have pointed out as the
most ucstraoic anu cmcient. to be-

gin with, the ship will have a speed
of nt least 19 knots, which compares
most favorably with any battleships
under construction abroad, as well
as with any in the projected stage,

The Virginia will bo propelled nt
this high speed by twin screws
driven by two triple
expansion engines, running, under
conditions of maximum speed, at
about 120 revolutions a minute.

The battleship will carry four h

guns, mounted by pairs In bal-

anced turrets, one turret being for-war- d

of tho superstructure and .the
other aft. Of the eight guns,
which will be1 carried on tho vessol,
four will be mounted by pairs in tur-
rets, superposed on tho h tur-
rets above named, and four in two
broadside turrets slightly forward of
amidships. In addition to these
heavy guns there will be a broadside
battery of 12 rapid-fir- e guns.
The secondary battery will consist
of 12 rapid-fir- e guns, 12 3- -

pounder eight
heavy automatic, two ma

chine guns and six Colt automatic
guns, all mounted In commanding
positions and having large arcs or
fire.

The ship will also be fitted with
submerged torpedo tubes. She will
be completely and heavily armored,
nil of tho material of construction
being of tho same high duality of
steel which has entered into all of
tho vessels of the new American
navy,
