AMERICAN LINE TO AFRICA.

First Direct Communication With the
West Coast.

New York, May C Preparations
are well advanced for the establish-
ment of a line of steamships to the
west coast of Africa, a section of the
globe which now has no regular
stenm communication directly with
New York or any other American
port. Passenger travel to and from
the west coast ports now goes by
way of English or German iorts.
from both of which countries well
equipped and profitable lines, with
frequent sailings, nre maintained.
Such freight shipments as are made
go olther by the same foreign and
roundabout routes, or on Irregular
sailing vessels or occasional tramp
steamships from American ports.

It Is announced that within a very
short time the recently-organize- d

American & West African Steamship
Company will begin tho running of
Its vessels. The route will be by way
of the Capo Verde Islands and Sierra
Leone nnd thence down the west
coast. It Is belloved that the new
line will he not only a successful
freight and passenger carrier in It-

self, but a powerful Influence In de-

veloping American trade with the
west coast. At present this trade
amounts to but little, and it Is be-

lieved that that condition is the re-

sult, principally of the lack of quick
and regular communication with that
territory.

FOR PURE WINES.

National Organization Will Flnht
Adulteration.

Huffalo. N. Y May C The first
regular convention of the recently or
ganized American Winegrowers' As
sociation will meet In this city one
month from today. It is expected
that by the that time tho entire
American wine trade will bo repre-
sented. At the Inception of the
movement for the organization of the
American winegrowers and for the
maintenance of the purity of Ameri-

can wines, the California growers got
the imnression that tne eastern
growers, who constituted the major
ity of tho new association, were Hos
tile to them. That Impression has
now been dispelled, and several of
the bin California wine producers
have Joined the association.

The association has tanen a nrm
stand against tho adulteration of
American wines, and against their
sale under foreign labels. Its off-

icers hellovo that America can pro
duce as good wines as any other
country in the world, anci mat me
only way that the trade can bo built
up Is by soiling tho wines lor exactly
what they are. A determined effort
will also bo made to suppress the
adulterators, and to secure the pas
sage of stringent laws against the
adulteration of nntlve wines.
