of Ashland and ha-- ' there been any

drunkenness noticeable It would have
been mentioned by this correspon-

dent who. wns'looking over Southern
Oregon for a place to locate perma-

nently.
In the second place, Ashland is a

railroad town and every year the
companies are shutting down more
closely upon drunkenness and It was

the railroad men themselves who
made prohibition possible In Ashland.
The fact that railroad companies
publicly post rules against employes
even frequenting saloons, namiuuny.
Is a striking testimony to the public

that the traffic is dangerous, else

railroad companies would not care
for drunken engineers and conductors
handling the lives of "the public. If
it is dangerous for this class of em-

ployes, why not for others?
In the next dace drug stores do
