The North
Coast Limited No, 1, westhound, was
held up and robbed by two masked
men, who boarded the triln at Hill-
wide statlon, 15 milex west of North
Yakimi., Hoth the local and through
wafen wore blown open by sxplosives,
but the amount of plunder taken s
unknown.

Two men did the Job, One wiks seen
climbing over the tender and ha cov-
ered Engineer Guorge W. Howe with

table, wus covered by the bandits,
who were masked and hdavily armed.

The englncor was ordered to pro-
eeed a half mile west from Hillmde
with the locomotive, mail, express and
bagguge cars. Then, while one man
covered the crow, the other applied
exploslves to the express car. Hoth
snfen wore shiuttored, un was aiso the
car,
The vobbers helped themselves to
the plunder und then hastened off in
the direction of. North Yakima As
far as van be learned there was no
shooting and no one was injured. The
express cor wos shattered almost to
plecen.

The sheriffs of Yukima and Kitti-
g counties have organized posses
and started in hot pursuit within a
short time. A falp description of the
men was secured, They were of me-
dium helght and wore pveralis, one
having been badly torn.

pepdod about half i mile west the en-
ginver was otdered to halt

The men on the engine were then
mood up nlongside the track and or-
dered to keep thelr hands up. One
robber wintehed them while the other
umed nitro-glyeerine  on the express
ear, Ihe exploslon thut followed was
terrifie.  The ear door was shottered
and the fragments seattered all about.
The sates were both blown up and the
booly secured, how much Is not
known, The messenger had been or-
dered to remaln with the passenger
eirs, ns had the conductor, brakemen
and othera of the crew, except the
firemnn and engineer.

The express company refuses to
state the amount of booly socurad, but
ol sidd to total o lorge sum, In
addition to the money tnken o large
quantity of Christmas gifts wis de-
wtroyed. The wieck of the express
car delaved traffle several hours.
