AN ARGUMENT OF FORCE.
| Napoldon Smashed a Vase, and tho
{ Treaty Was Signed.
| Barly tn April, 1707, the people of
Austrin demanded peace with France.
Negotintions were begun In tho vieinl-
ty of Leoben. Bonaparte, In an Inter-

view with the Austrian plenipotenti-
i arled, sald to them, “Your government
has sent against me four armies with-
out generals, and this time a general
without an army." In the treaty
| which the Austrian commissioners pro-
Jected the frst article stipulated that
the cmperor of Austrin thereby recog-
nizad the French republic. “Erase 1t]”
exclaimed Napolean, “The existence
of the republie Is as plaln as the sun
This article |s only fit for the blind
We are our own masters and ahall es.
tabllsh any government we prefer. If
one day the French people” he con-
tinued, “should wish to create n mon-
archy, the emperor might object that
be had recognized a republic.” The
preliminaries were soon settled, Napo-
Jeon slgning for France, thus plicing
himeelf on an equal footlng with the
ewperor of Austria, The formal treaty
known as Compo Formlo was slgoed
In October, 1707, Austrin fuliilling the
pledges she had already given, The
Austrian  plenlpotentiary  protestid
agnlnst the distribution of the prov-
inces beyond the Adige. Napoleon was
angered ot this, and, seizing n vase,
dashed it to the ground, exclalming,
“If it 18 mot so arranged I will break
your monarchy as I have broken this
vase!" This argument of foree, os
demonstrated to the diplomat was
convineing, and the treaty wos signed.

A Btolon Trade Secret.

Dip
the iron in a bath bolling tin and
remova it enveloped In the slivery met-
al to a place of cooling. In practice,
bowever, s I8 one of the most
difcult 1t was discovered In
Holland and guarded from publicity
with the utmost vigllance for nearly
half a century. England tried to dis-
cover the secret In valn untll James
‘Sherman, a Cornish miner, erossed the
channel, Insiouated himse!f surreptl-
tiously Into & tin plate manufactory,
made himself master of the secret and
brought It home.
