Upton Sinclair, suthor
Jungle™ nand other books,
in Baltimore, September
He studled at the college of the clty
of New York and Columbia Unlver-
sity, paving hi=s way through college
by writing Jokes and stories He
wrole a book of 50,000 words when
he was 17. In 1900 he gave up cols

lege and went to Canada to write
“King Midas,” his first successful
book. For four years he lived in
shanties and tents, often suhsisting
on fish and game. During the next
summer he wriote "l’J’th‘l- Hagen.™

The publishers rejected it and during
that time he nearly starved In New
York. AMr. Bincilair then bécame a
sociallst and wrote “Mannassas,” the
first of n civil war triclogy., In a
shanty that he bullt near Princeton.
N. J. His most striking work, "The
Jungle,” was written In 1005 and de-
#eribed conditlons of horrible na-
ture alleged to exist In  the great
pneking houses of Chicago. The
churges which the author mude
against the so-called beef trust at-
tracted the attention of the president
of the United States, A federal in-
vestigation was ordered and the re-
sult was a grest change in methods in
the pucking houees, a thorough clean-
ing up and o betterment of the livy
Ing and working conditions In the
pucking-house district. Another re-
sult wis the enactment by congress of
a rigld meat Inspection  law.
