WHEAT RAISING IN THE
UPANDS OF BRAZIL

Consul General George E. Anderson
of Rlo de Janelro, states that in view
of the one time great trade In Ameri-
can flour In Brazil, and as bearing
upon the continuation of that trade
for which many American exporters
are now working, In connection with
the preferential tariff reduction Bra-
#il ofters on American flour, the re-
ported results of recent official and
private experiments in wheat grows-
ing in the state of Rlo Grande do
Bul are of unusual interest. He re-
views the outlook as follows:

The state of Rlo Grande do Sul, the
southarnmost state of the Brazillan
republic and the one therefore with
the coldest climate, has long« Dbeen
pointed to by Brazliian statesmen as
a possible granary for Brazil. It has
been thought that medern and sclen-
tific culture of wheat In the state|
would do much toward removing
Brazil from its presnt necessity of Im-
porting all its bread stuffs, and there
ha¥ been a strong movement from
time to time toward fixing a higher
duty upon foreign wheat for the pro-
tection of the Brazillan product.

In line with these ideas and In re-
gponse to the demand of capltal for
actual practical Informatian as to the
posibllities of wheat growing In Bra-
#il, an organization was formed In

As a result of
the first year's work It svas shown
that the varletles of wheat common
to northern Europe were not sulted
to growth In Brazil. The twa Ttallan
varietios, Barlettn and Rletl, both ac-
climated to Argentlne, gave falr re-
sults. The natlve wheat also made
good returns and a new varlety of
Itallan wheat, the Fucense. gave in-
dications. that It would probably be
enslly acellmated.
