Wil Accommodate Residence District
In West End of Olty—Survey for
Grade and Other Preliminaries Will
Take Time—Botter Sprinkling Ser-
vice Inangurated.

Plans for the construction of &
sewer system for the extreme west
end of town occupled most of the
council's time last evening. Engineer
Palmer presented a plan for the lay-
ing of the additional sewer and esti-
mated the cost at $6710,

Asg now planned the new sewer will
commence at the intersection of Ash
and Webb streets. It will then run

down Webb street for a distance of
elght blocks to Hazek street. It will
then go down Hazel stréet to the
river,

The sewer main Is to have an

eight-inch pipe at the start and this
will be Increased to 16 Inches at the
outlet,

Hazel street before a sewer grade can
be finally established the plans were
not adopted last night Several other
problems are also to be worked out
before the final specifications can be
adopied.
