WASHINGTON SNUB
MADE BACON RESIGN

Mystery of Sudden Iteturn of Ambas-
sador 1o France Is Solved at Last.

Washington.—It became known
the real reason for Robert Hacon's
resignation as ambassador to Frince

was his resentment at the state de-
partment for its humillating Inter-
ference with the affairs of the em-
bassy of which he was the head.

The facts in the case, which have,
of course, been known to the state
department since Bacon's sudden res-
ignation, have been successfully kept
secret up to this time,

Members of the senate commities
on foreign affairs had an Inkling of
the unpleasantness, but never were
able to learn the whole story

Bacon had dietermined on the reten-
tion of Secretary of the Legation
Bailey Blanchard, who had been in
the diplomatic service in Paris for
many years and was invaluable to the
ambassador,

Despite his  expressed wish that
Blanchard be continued as one of his
aldes, Huntington Wilson, acting Sec-

retary of State, declded to tranzsfer
Blanchard to Toklo.
When Bacon found that, despite

his wishes, Bluncharg was to be taken

from Parle, he protested first to the
state department, of which he was
formerly nssistant secretary. and next

to his friend, Senator Lodge, |
Lodge took the matter up with the
senate committes on forelgn relations
and the committee called for an ex-
planation., Meantime, the committes
held up confirmation of the change
Wilson's reply wag that the reay-
rangemene was for the good of the
service and that it wounld stand
RBacon's wrath was in no way ap-
peased.
