Mr, Baxter sald the farmers are so
engrossed In whenat, barley, oats and
flax, for which they recelve handsome
returns, that the possibilities In fruilt
growing are perforce neglected, Some
attention ls pald to mixed farming, in-
cluding dalirylng, hog-raising and
trucking, in central Albertn and other
favored districts In the prairie provs
inces, but not what should be. He
predicted that the time wlill come
when, with closer settlement, the far-
mers will turn thelr attention to fruit-
growing. There will also be more di-
versified agriculture.

“The Edmonton district especially
Is admirably adapted for the grows-
Ing of Russian apples, a hardy var-
fety suited to the extremes of tem-
perature,” Mr, Baxter continued, “The
surrounding woodlands form a natur-
al windbreak, the solr 1s fertile,
warm and permanent, and contains
the elements necessary to fruit grow-
ing. There Is also a great future for
amall frults of all kinds. Land Is too
cheap at present to force the growing
of fruits, but It will come in time.
Wheat growing anywhere Is a specu-
lation at best, while diversified farm-
ing is a business which grows from
vear to year,
