AMBASSADOR TO
TURKEY UETiniXG

Constantinople, Turkey. The Rt.
Hon. Sid Gerald Lowther, G. C. M. G.
British ambassador to Turkey, has
resigned his post and will retire from
the diplomatic service at an early
date. His five years' term of service
at Constantinople expires on June 30
next.

Sir Gerald Lowther entered the di-

plomatic service In 1879 and was first
appointed attache' in Madrid. He
subsequently served In Paris, Constan-
tinople, Vienna, Bucharest, Sofia, To-kl- o,

Budapest and Washington. In
1901 he became minister to Chile and
In January, 1905 he went to Tangier
as successor to Sir Arthur Nicolson.
A few days after the restoration of
the Ottoman constitution In July,
1908, he succeeded to his present post.

It has, therefore, been Sid Gerald
Lowther's good fortune to be appoint-
ed to two posts Just prior to events
which had the effect of enormously
increasing the responsibility attach
ing to these posts.

As British ambassador to Constan
tinople, Sir Gerald Lowther had to
deal with problems arising out of the
Boshla annexation crisis, the change
of regime In April, 1909, the Cretan
difficulty, the outbreak of the Libyan
war and the Balkan . war, and con
ducted himself in a manner that
gained him the esteem of all who
knew him. His departure from Con
stantinople will be much regretted.
Lady Lowther, who was formerly
Miss Alice Blight of Philadelphia,
earned the gratitude 6f the Turkish
sufferers from the war by the energy
with which she organized practical
measures for the relief of want and
misery.

GREECE PRAISES
BRITISH ADMIRAL

Athena, Greece The head of the
British naval mission, Rear-Admir- al

Tufnell, recently called at the minis
try of marine to bid farewell to the
minister and officers employed there.
The admiral said he regretted having
to leave the Greek navy and express-
ed his admiration for the work be'lng
done by the fleet during the recent
war. The minister. In reply, paid a
warm tribute to the work which Rear
Admiral Tufnell had accomplished in
so short a time In the Hellenic navy
as chief of the British naval mission.
