Standard Recepticles for Polsons,

NEW YORK, Jan 21.—Resolutions
seeking from the leglslatures of all
states laws requiring drug manufac-
tures and wholesale and retall drug-
stores to adopt a special form of re-
cepticle for bl-chloride of mercury,
today were presented at the sessions
of the New York State Pharmaceut-
leal Association, which is holding its
annual conventlon In Madison Square
Garden.

In connection with the resolutions
presented, the attention of delegates
and visitors was called to the exhibit
of patent bottles, boxes and capsules
designed to hold bi-chloride of mer-
cury and other polsonous drugs and
medicines. Standard shapes of re-
cepticles, boxez and capsules for the
various polsons and drugs, it was ar-
gued, would do away almost entire-
ly with accldental deaths by these
polsons. There was every Indleation
today that the resolutions would be
adopted and the officlals of the asso-
ciation ordered to send them to the
leglslntures of all the states in the
union,
