WASHINGTON. Aug. 13. Two
great armies of women suffrage ad-

vocates are mobilizing their forces for
votes for women." The one, the
Congressional I'nlon, with national
headquarters In Washington, is ap
pealing to congress for the adoption
of the resolution providing for the
submission of the Susan B. Anthony
amendment Uu remove from the bal-
lot the qualification of sex, and the
other, the National American Woman
Suffrage Association, is laboring for
a second federal amendment propos-
ing the Initiative and referendum for
the states on the question of woman
suffrage. The national organization
has Its central office In New York.

The Susan B. Anthony amendment,
which will be Introduced in congress
next December, provides (I) The
right of citizens of the United States
to vote shall not he denied or abridg-
ed by the United States or by any
state on account of sex.

"(2) Congress shall have power, by
appropriate legislation, to enforce
the provisions of this article."

The Washington office of the Con-
gressional Vnlon Is at present engag-
ed In a nation-wid- e campaign to
demonstrate that there Is a strong
and widespread demand for the fed-

eral amendment. Miss Alice Paul,
chairman of the executive commit-
tee of the union, is directing the field
work from various points of vantage
while Miss Lucy Hums, vice chair-
man. Is In command here.

It Is the purpose of the Congres-
sional I'nlon leaders: (1) To have
each and every congressman visited
by a deputation made up from his
own constituents, and urged to sup-

port the Anthony amendment.
(2) To have a grand rally of wo.

men voters at San Francisco Sep-

tember 14. 15 and 16, to adopt reso
lutions and arrange a program for
the work of women voters after con
gress meets.

(3) To have the geatest demonstra
tlon of women, in Washington the
first week of the next congress, ever
seen In America.

Some of them
will make the trip from western
states In machines.

"That day we will march to the
capltol. present our petitions, and see
that friends of the cause Introduce
the Anthony amendment, the proposi-
tions we will support.

"A big convention will be held In

Convention Hall that week. There
the thousands of suffrage pilgrims
v.ill be welcomed and greeted by en-

thusiastic speakers.
"Sunday of that week a mass meet-

ing will be held in Belasco theater
end on Monday, following, will come
the pageant to Susan H. Anthony.

"Social features of the December
foregathering of suffragists will be
n banquet, a reception and a suffrage
ball.'

"We are gaining ground in every
ptate in the union," said Miss Alice
Paul, today, "People are paying care-

ful attention to what we have to say.

Our visits to congressmen are prov-

ing extremely valuable.
"Everything we do this summer

and fall leads up to the big demon-

stration in Washington in December
Then we will drive home our argu-

ment for the federal amendment."

ENORMOUS CATTLE SHIPMENT.
BY J. A. RICKART.

(Written for the United Press.)
KANSAS CITY, Aug. 13. While it

is not unusual for live stock from Cali-

fornia and other far western states to
find outlet at Kansas City, the large
number of shipments of cattle and
sheep that have been sent from Pa-

cific coast states to the Kansas City
market this year is causing consider-
able comment. Since the first of May

ti n train loads of beef cattle have been
sent from Arizona to the Kansas City

market, four trains from California,
four trains from Montana, two from
Idaho and one each from Washington,
Oregon and Nevada, besides, there
has been more than 60,000 sheep and
lambs sent from Arizona, heavy ship-

ments of sheep and Iambs from Cali-
fornia and Wyoming, and large ship-

ments of cattle and sheep from every
intermediate state, especially fmm
Texas. .More than 10a car loads of
Texas cuttle have been offered, in a
sinle day at Kansas City this sum
mer on several occasions.

The last week in July one train of 8

cars of cattle was received from Ne
vada and other train load from Im
perial, California.

The great capacity of the packing
plants at Kansas City makes it the
second largest slaughtering; point in
the world.

The packers needed larue amounts
of beef this summer to fill war con-
tracts, and took the big western cat-
tle readily. Practically all the cattle
sent from the far away points were
big beef steers, weighing around 12U0
pounds each, or more, and they sold
at $8 to IS.io) per hundred pounds.
Irrigation in the west is producing
large crops of barley, alfalfa and
other feeds, which are best disposed
of by feeding to cattle and sheep,
hence the increased offer of live slock
ftom those sections.

Railroads are alive to the import
ance of giving good service on these
long shipments, in order that the
shrinkage in weight may be as light
as possible. Karlv in Julv u ship
ment of 2.1 car loads of cattle from
Imperial, California, made the run of
15: miles to Kansas City with onlv
two stops for feed, the actual running
time being 81 hours. On July 19th a
train of 18 cars of steers from Phoe
nix, Arizona, arrived in Kansas ("It v.
having made the run of more than
H00 miles with only two stoos for
feed.
