Profcssor- Torrey closed his addross with an eurnest plea for the suppors
by tenchors of some such plan to save the teaching profession from “entirely
Iosing Its respectability,’ and that while (eachors are expected fo teach
demovrsoy, they are “governcd™ by a public school systom which is the most
oy mwd bl ney in the workld,™ h

board would have to consult regarding appointments, promo-|
tions and discharges of teachers, would be a radical departure
indeed, if as assumed, the council would have the power to veto
any action by the board.
