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STILL HOPE FOR ACTION
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N senate for debate indieate renewed hope of action before
the matter drags its way into the 1920 election. The
latest move appears to have the backing of the mild reserva-
tionist republicans and the administration democrats, leaving
the Lodge forces and Senator Reed in a small minority, The
majority of senators may be hearing the public clamor for rati-
fi¢ation.

The bi-partisan treaty conference may delay effort?to bring
the pact up for debate. It is almost certain that the conference
will accomplish little or nothing in the way of progress, Sena-
tor Ladge has declared that article 10 must not be changed as
he now interprets it with his reservation.

The Lodge forces now have no justification for their obstrue-
tionist stand. In polls taken throughout the country his pro-
gram has found few backers. The people want peace attained
by the ratification of the treaty. Some want the niild reserva-
tion program; a larger number want the administration pro-
gram. When the votes of these two factions are combined. sen-
timent is shown overwhelmingly for ratification, as opposed to
obstruction.
