Business owners can 
help deter crime on their 
property by simply install-
ing a light, according to 
Hermiston Police Depart-
ment’s crime prevention 

Erica Sandoval gave a 
presentation titled “crime 
prevention through envi-
ronmental design” at the 
Chamber of Commerce’s 
monthly business luncheon 
Tuesday.

“What it boils down to 
is we want to make the bad 
guy more visible,” Sando-
val said.

She said most of the 
criminals HPD deals with 
are opportunistic. Instead 
of planning an elaborate 
scheme they merely act 
when the opportunity to 
steal or vandalize presents 
itself and no one is looking.

The trick is to design 
a property so it feels like 
someone is always looking.

Sandoval said shops and 
convenience stores with 

feet, for example, mean that 
would-be shoplifters don’t 
feel invisible standing be-
hind a tall shelf. She recom-
mended designing build-
ings so that bathrooms are 
within the line of sight of an 

praised apartment complex-
es and other buildings that 
incorporate stairways with 
gaps between each step so 
that no one can hide behind 
them.

“You create natural sur-
veillance,” she said.

Around the exterior of a 
home or business, Sandoval 
said keeping shrubs shorter 
than three feet and tree can-
opies higher than seven feet 
takes away criminals’ abili-
ty to effectively hide behind 
them.

She said having proper 
lighting outside at night is
“a huge one” for deterring
crime. It doesn’t have to

said, but rather appropriate
lighting that doesn’t create
corners in deep shadow 
where people could hide.

Beyond that, Sandoval
said it also helps if busi-
nesses use a line of low 
shrubs, rocks, a see-through
fence or other landscaping
to clearly delineate where
public property ends and
private property begins.
They should also use signs,
awnings and other tools to
make it clear where their
front entrance is so people
aren’t wandering around or
loitering on the sides and
back of the building.

“Let the public know
that this is a business, and
this is where you need to
come in,” she said.

Sandoval said that tak-
ing care of a property helps
too. Weeding, trimming,
cleaning, picking up trash
and making repairs creates
a sense of ownership and
sends a message that some-
one cares about the property
and is keeping an eye on it.

“It’s going to make the 
bad guys stand out if they’re 
throwing litter around or
vandalizing,” she said.

Finally, Sandoval said
that traditional safety mea-
sures like keeping all doors
and windows locked at
night are still important no
matter what the design of
the property. 

She said she is happy to 
work with business owners 

of their property and make
suggestions for deterring
crime.

Though Echo Bike & 
Board hasn’t been located 
in Echo for about a year, 
the owners have no plans to 
change the name when they 
move their store to Pendle-
ton next month.

the market,” Myers said. 
Echo Bike & Board was 

opened in Echo in 2010. Af-
ter moving to a bigger space 

said she and her husband 
were still storing stock in 
their house. 

The search for an even 
larger space led the couple to 

Pendleton, where their store 
will take residence at 253 
S. Main St., next to Dean’s 
Pendleton Athletic. 

Myers said the move was 
made possible in part by 
the Echo Bike & Board’s 
loyal customer base, which 
includes the bicycle club 
Pendleton on Wheels. 

Chuck Wood, Pendleton 
city councilman and Pendle-
ton on Wheels member, said 
he had a one-word reaction 
to the news of Echo Bike & 
Board’s impending arrival 
— “Yippee!” 

The club meets every Sat-
urday morning April-Sep-

tember for various rides 
through Eastern Oregon, 
according to its website, but 
hasn’t had a shop in town to 
get repair work done. 

Wood said he’s lobbied 
the owners for the last few 
years to come to Pendleton 
and now has his wish. Bi-
cycle sale and repair will re-
main the focus of Echo Bike 
& Board at the new location, 
but Myers said their shop 
will also sell skateboards, 
scooters and running equip-
ment. 

Myers said the planned 
opening of the store is April 
1.

One push of the button 
sent a local man over the 
rainbow Tuesday thanks to a 
“Wizard of Oz” progressive 
penny slot machine at Wild-
horse Resort & Casino.

Playing the themed ma-
chine, Pendleton resident 
Matt Doherty won $674,096 
— the biggest payout of its 

David Rohn, Wildhorse 
director of slot operations, 
said the odds of winning 
that type of jackpot are akin 
to winning the lottery.

According to Rohn, the 
Wizard of Oz penny ma-
chine is considered a “wide 
area progressive” machine, 
meaning its continually 
mounting jackpot is not 
only drawn from players at 
Wildhorse, but from other 
casinos across the country. 

Considering the thou-
sands of people who come 
through Wildhorse every 
day and the millions more 
who patronize the other ca-
sinos, the odds of hitting the 
progressive jackpot are pret-

ty small. 
In its 20 years of exis-

tence, Wildhorse wide area 
progressive machines have 
produced only 17 winners, 
the last being a La Grande 
man who won $2.29 million 
on March 23, 2010, almost 

Doherty won his own jack-
pot. 

When someone wins 
such a gigantic pot, taking 
home the money isn’t as 

a suitcase and walking out. 
Rohn said the manufac-

turer of the slot machine, 
which supplies the payout 
instead of the casino, sends 
a team to verify the win-
nings. 

take up to 24 hours, Rohn 
said it only took about six 
hours for the team to con-

Doherty declined to com-
ment for this story. 

progressive jackpot winners 
don’t immediately receive 
the money. 

Winners receive 5 per-
cent up front — approxi-
mately $33,705 for Doherty 
— and are eventually sent a 
letter with the option to ei-
ther receive the rest of the 
money in a long-term annu-
ity or a smaller lump sum, 
minus taxes. 

“No one expects to win,” 
Rohn said. “They play for 
fun and when they win it 
comes as a surprise.” 

Being one of the largest 
tourist draws in Eastern Or-
egon means many slots win-
ners come from outside the 
Pendleton area. 

But for Doherty, there’s 
no place like home.
