What is believed to be a record litter for
one coyote was discovered a day or so ago
by Alex Collett, government trapper whose
camp is on the R.F. Wigglesworth place on
Butter creek. In a report to E.F. Averill of this
city, under whom he is working, he states
that he caught and killed a female coyote
that was soon to be the mother of 14 young.
The killing of the coyote by Trapper Collet
put an end to 15 coyotes and the advantage
of hiring men on straight salaries rather than
paying them bounty is demonstrated. The old
bounty hunter at this time of the year seldom
killed a female coyote for the reason that, by
letting her live, his profits would be increased
many fold. The bounty hunters, too, killed the
animals only when their fur was in a condition
to make the hides salable at good prices.

Umatilla will become a seaport and indus-
trial sites will be at a premium along the John
Day pool within the next few years, a group
of 30 county leaders in business, finance
and government heard last night. To meet

the expected growth, in recreation as well as
industrial demand, the Port of Umatilla will
ask voters to approve a 30-year, $1,025,000
bond issue. With the slack-water navigation
resulting from completion of the John Day
dam, tugs will be able to push loads of 15,000
tons and up, compared to the maximum today
of 2,000 tons. Cheaper water transportation,
container shipments, bigger barges, all mean
growth, said Capt. Robert W. Thomayer,
general manager of Tidewater Shaver Barge
Lines.

A national magazine has listed Inland
Empire Bank of Hermiston as one of the
handful of “supersafe” banks in the United
States. In a story in the March issue on the
nation’s banking crisis, Money magazine
named Inland Empire Bank on a list of 98 of
the strongest banks in the nation.

On March 8, 1966,

Nelson’s Pillar, a 120-foot-
high column in Dublin
honoring British naval hero
Horatio Nelson, was bombed
by the Irish Republican Army.

In 1702, England’s Queen
Anne acceded to the throne
upon the death of King
William I11.

In 1854, U.S. Commo-
dore Matthew C. Perry made
his second landing in Japan;
within a month, he concluded
a treaty with the Japanese.

In 1917, Russia’s

adopting the cloture rule.

In 1930, the 27th pres-
ident of the United States,
William Howard Taft, died in
Washington at age 72.

In 1944, two days after
an initial strike, U.S. heavy
bombers resumed raiding
Berlin during World War I1.

In 1965, the United States
landed its first combat troops
in South Vietnam as 3,500
Marines arrived to defend the
U.S. air base at Da Nang.

In 1979, technology firm
Philips demonstrated a proto-
type compact disc player
during a press conference in
Eindhoven, the Netherlands.

In 1983, in a speech to
the National Association of
Evangelicals convention in
Orlando, Florida, President
Ronald Reagan referred to
the Soviet Union as an “evil
empire.”

In 1986, four French
television crew members
were abducted in west Beirut;
