April 1, 1916
The Ford runabout in which they were
riding going over the steep grade on the
Dry Creek hill about three miles this side of
Milton, Frank B. Hayes, superintendent of the
water department, and Richard M. Mayberry,
bookkeeper at the American National Bank,
were early this morning pinioned beneath
the car when it turned over at the foot of
the grade. They were imprisoned there for
fifteen minutes until another car came along,
the occupants of which rescued them. Hayes
sustained to broken ribs in the accident and
Mayberry received a broken nose and several
bad cuts about the face. However, both felt
that they were very fortunate in escaping
death or more serious injury.
50 Years Ago
From the East Oregonian
April 1, 1966
Ammunition destined for American
soldiers in Viet Nam has been stopped cold by
the strike of railroad firemen. A Union Pacific
Railroad spokesman, George Skorney, Port-
land, said “There’s not a train moving in the
Northwest.” Fourteen carloads of ammunition
are stalled in Portland and 12 at the Umatilla

Army Depot. Skorney said that John Helm,
transportation officer at UAD, told him today
he has “immediate need for 110 boxcars” to
load with more ammunition for Viet Nam.
“If he doesn’t get those boxcars at once,”
Skorkey said, “Helm will have to resort to
finding 335 trucks” to haul the ammunition.

History:

On April 1, 1976, Apple
Computer was founded by
Steve Jobs, Steve Wozniak
and Ronald Wayne. The
federally created Consolidated
Rail Corporation (Conrail for
short) began operations in
the northeastern U.S. (it was
taken over in 1999 by CSX
and Norfolk Southern).

On this date:

In 1789, the U.S. House of
Representatives held its first
full meeting in New York;
Frederick Muhlenberg of
Pennsylvania was elected the
first House speaker.

In 1924, Adolf Hitler was
sentenced to five years in
prison for his role in the Beer

Hall Putsch in Munich. (Hitler
was released in December
1924; during his time behind
bars, he wrote his autobi-
ographical screed, ‘“Mein
Kampt.”)

In 1933, Nazi Germany
staged a daylong national
boycott of Jewish-owned
businesses.

In 1945, American forces
launched the amphibious
invasion of Okinawa during
World War II. (U.S. forces
succeeded in capturing the
Japanese island on June 22.)

In 1970, President Richard
M. Nixon signed a measure
banning cigarette advertising
on radio and television, to take
effect after Jan. 1, 1971.

In 1984, recording star
Marvin Gaye was shot to
death by his father, Marvin
Gay Sr, in Los Angeles, the
day before his 45th birthday.
