Director Jenny Walker is
excited to bring “The Jungle
Book” to Hermiston’s Chil-
dren’s Community Theater.

Walker  recalled.  “The
director said, ‘Here, you’re
now the musical director.””

Since Foster’s retirement
from the community theater
program, Walker has stepped
into the role of director. She
said it’s important to provide
an opportunity for children
to get involved in the
performing arts, especially
when those programs some-
times take a hit due to school
funding concerns.

“Giving kids a creative
outlet even as young as third
grade is extremely helpful,”
Walker said.

In addition, Walker said
the community rallies behind
area kids and presents oppor-
tunities for them. Financial
support is provided by
Desert Arts Council, which
assists in paying for scripts
and licensing fees.

Walker said everyone
helps with coming up with
their own costumes. Also,
those who express interested
in other aspects of theater
— including props, sound
effects and other backstage
production — are provided
direction and a chance to
participate in those activities.
