“Anything can happen in the finals.

I love swimming here, the water is
always the perfect temperature and
being here at state really helps moti-
vate you to swim your best.”

Jennings nearly qualified for a third
finals event as he helped his Buckaroo
teammates Avery Madril, Rylan
Headley and Shane Miltenberger have a
stellar performance in the 200 freestyle
relay. Swimming the anchor leg of the
race, Jennings swam hard at the end as
Pendleton clocked a time of 1:36.00 and
took seventh place, just six one-hun-
dredths of a second behind sixth place
finals qualifier Corvallis (1:35.94).

Pendleton, guided by assistant
coach Nick Lapp, recorded another
impressive top-10 finish in the boys
400 relay with the same Buckaroo
quartet taking ninth at 3:34.38.

“I'm pretty happy with the perfor-
mance we had from everyone and I
think that they all competed hard and
had fun,” said Lapp. “They did every-
thing that we could ask of them. I'm
always impressed with how well Jon
swims. He just has an amazing effort
every time he’s in the water and it’s
going to be exciting to watch him in
the finals.
