Today’s Highlight in 
History:

On March 25, 1947, a 
coal-dust explosion inside 
the Centralia Coal Co. Mine 
No. 5 in Washington County, 
Illinois, claimed 111 lives; 31 
men survived.

imprisonment, the nine were 
eventually vindicated.

In 1957, a signing cere-
mony was held for the Treaty 
of Rome, which established 
the European Economic 
Community.

In 1965, the Rev. Martin 
Luther King Jr. led 25,000 
people to the Alabama state 
capitol in Montgomery after 
a five-day march from Selma 
to protest the denial of voting 
rights to blacks. Later that 
day, civil rights activist Viola 
Liuzzo, a white Detroit home-
maker, was shot and killed by 
Ku Klux Klansmen.

In 1975, King Faisal of 
Saudi Arabia was shot to 
death by a nephew with a 
history of mental illness. (The 
nephew was beheaded in June 
1975.)

In 1987, the Supreme 
Court, in Johnson v. Trans-
portation Agency, ruled 
6-3 that an employer could 
promote a woman over an 

arguably more-qualified 
man to help get women into 
higher-ranking jobs.
