Facebook Kkiller takes his

ERIE, Pa. — The man
who randomly gunned down
a Cleveland retiree and
posted video of the crime
on Facebook killed himself
Tuesday during a police
chase in Pennsylvania that
began when a McDonald’s
drive-thru attendant recog-
nized him.

It marked a violent end to
the nearly 48-hour multistate
manhunt for Steve Stephens,
whose case brought another
round of criticism down on
Facebook over how respon-
sibly it polices objectionable
material posted by users.

Acting on a tip from the
McDonald’s, state troopers
spotted  Stephens

leaving the restau-
rant in Erie and
went after him,
bumping his car to
try to get it to stop,
authorities  said.
He shot himself in
the head after the
car spun and came
to a stop, police
said.

“This  started
with one tragedy and ended
with another person taking
their own life,” said Cleve-
land Police Chief Calvin
Williams. “We would have
liked to have brought Steve
in peacefully and really
talked to him about why this
happened.”

Stephens, a 37-year-old
job counselor who worked
with young people, was
wanted on murder charges in
the killing of Robert Godwin

Sr., 74, a former
foundry  worker
and father of 10
who was picking
up aluminum cans
on Sunday when
he was shot.

The  chilling
video was on
Facebook for
three hours before
it was taken down.
It was just the latest instance
of crime footage being
shared on social media.

At a Silicon Valley
conference Tuesday, Face-
book CEO Mark Zuckerberg
briefly addressed the Cleve-
land case, saying Facebook
has “a lot of work to do” and
“we will keep doing all we
can to prevent tragedies like
this.”

Police would not spec-
ulate on what triggered the

killing, but in the video and
other footage he posted,
Stephens  talked  about
having trouble with his girl-
friend and losing everything
he had to gambling. He said
he “just snapped.”

One of Godwin’s daugh-
ters, Debbie Godwin, said
she wished Stephens had
been captured.

“I’m not happy he’s dead
at all, not at all. If you did
it, you have to face your
crime,” she said.

The break in the case
came when police received a
tip that Stephens was at the
McDonald’s in Erie, in far
western Pennsylvania about
100 miles east of Cleveland,
where he ordered a 20-piece
Chicken McNuggets and
fries.

The drive-thru attendant
thought she recognized

Stephens and called state
police, restaurant owner
Thomas DuCharme Jr. told
the Erie Times-News. State
Police Maj. William Teper
Jr. would say only that the
tip came from a “concerned
citizen.”

The McDonald’s
employees tried to “buy
some time for the cops” by
telling Stephens his fries
were delayed, but he said he
had no time to wait and drove
off, according to DuCharme.

Police picked up the trail
in a chase that lasted 2 miles
before Stephens took his
own life, authorities said.

Gail Wheeler, of Erie,
said she was stopped at a
light at the McDonald’s
when Stephens came “whip-
ping out” of the parking lot,
nearly hitting her. She said
state troopers weren’t far
behind.

Wheeler said she
followed the chase and saw
a trooper clip Stephens’ rear
bumper. His car did a half-
turn and came to rest against
the curb, and she heard a
gunshot, she said. She then
saw officers approach the
car.
The officer closest to the
car “just shook his head,”
she said. “They had their
guns out, but when he shook
his head, they lowered their
guns.”

Police said it wasn’t clear
whether Stephens had any
help while he was on the run
or where he had been and
that investigators will try to
retrace his steps. Stephens’
cellphone had been tracked
Sunday afternoon near Erie,
officials said on Monday.

Police say teens trying to steal belt led to deadly shooting

PORTLAND (AP) —
One of two teenagers arrested
after the shooting death of
a high school student in an
Oregon park told a detective
they had wanted to
steal the victim’s
belt, according to
court documents.

The 17-year-old
boy charged
with  first-degree
robbery told the
Portland detective
that stealing the
belt was the objec-
tive when he and
others approached
Shawn Scott Jr. in broad
daylight last week, a prob-
able cause affidavit filed by
a prosecutor says.

The park is near a busy
light-rail stop and a shop-
ping mall. Detective Erik
Kammerer said surveillance

showed a gun being pointed
at the belt before the April 11
shooting.

“Kammerer told me that
(the suspected
robber) was
present and puffed
up, trying to intim-
idate the victim,”
prosecutor Laura
Rowan wrote in
the affidavit.

Scott, 17, died
from a single
gunshot wound to
the head. He was
a junior at Union
High School in Vancouver,
Washington, a few miles
north of Portland.

The teen accused of
firing the gun, 18-year-old
Kole Jones of Gresham,
was booked into jail last
week on charges of murder,

first-degree  robbery and
unlawful use of a vehicle. A
preliminary court hearing is
scheduled for April 25.

Jones’  court-appointed
lawyer, Joe Calhoun, was
out of the office Tuesday and
did not immediately return a
message seeking comment.

In January, Jones was
charged with second-degree
theft after police said he stole
merchandise from Macy’s,
court records show. He was
arrested that same month
in Oregon for unauthorized
use of a vehicle. He pleaded
guilty in the vehicle case and
was sentenced to 20 days in
jail and probation.

The minor charged
with robbery after the park
shooting was arraigned in
juvenile court Monday. He
will be assigned a court-ap-
pointed lawyer and return to

court next week.

Police are searching for at
least one other suspect in the
crime.
