You are right that the
mother needs as much help as your niece,
and your brother should not be covering for
his wife. You should report what’s going on to
child protective services. While you probably
won’t be thanked for it, you may be able to
interrupt the cycle of incest and molestation.

Plans for $8 million in improvements
are underway for the Court Avenue viaduct,
which could be replaced by a shorter, but
wider, three-lane bridge. To accommodate
the structure, preliminary designs call for
the removal of eight houses, the addition of
a traffic signal at the viaduct’s west end, the
creation of new through streets and the closure
of others. Although it’s only the beginning
design stage, transportation officials and
project consultants have already met with
local residents to discuss the possible changes.

This is Inde-
pendence Day.

Today’s Highlight
History:

On July 4, 1776, the
Declaration of Indepen-
dence was adopted by
delegates to the Second
Continental Congress in
Philadelphia.

On this date:

In 1802, the United
States Military Academy
officially opened at West
Point, New York.

In 1817, ground was
broken for the Erie Canal
in Rome, New York. The
middle section of the
waterway took three years
to complete; the entire canal
was finished in 1825.

In 1826, 50 years to the
day after the Declaration
of  Independence  was
adopted, former presidents
John Adams and Thomas
Jefferson both died.

In 1831, the fifth pres-
ident of the United States,
James Monroe, died in New
York City at age 73.

In 1872, the 30th pres-
ident of the United States,
Calvin Coolidge, was born
in Plymouth, Vermont.

In 1917, during a cere-
mony in Paris honoring the

in

French hero of the Amer-
ican Revolution, U.S. Army
Lt. Col. Charles E. Stanton,
an aide to Maj. Gen. John J.
Pershing, declared: “Lafay-
ette, we are here!”

In 1939, Lou Gehrig
of the New York Yankees
delivered his famous fare-
well speech in which he
called himself “the luckiest
man on the face of the
earth.”

In 1942, Irving Berlin’s
musical revue “This Is
the Army” opened at the
Broadway Theater in New
York.

In 1947, the small central
California town of Hollister
was overrun by thousands
of motorcycling enthusiasts,
dozens of whom ended up
being arrested, most for
drunkenness, in what came
to be called the “Hollister
Riot.”

In 1966, President
Lyndon B. Johnson signed
the Freedom of Information
Act, which went into effect
the following year.

In 1987, Klaus Barbie,
the former Gestapo chief
known as the “Butcher of
Lyon,” was convicted by
a French court of crimes
against  humanity  and
sentenced to life in prison
(he died in Sept. 1991).
