SALEM — A female state senator 

who accused a male colleague of inap-

propriate touching said Monday she’s 

heard accounts from other women 

in the Oregon State Capitol of such 

behavior by men and insisted “the 

culture needs to change.”

Democratic Sen. Sara Gelser said 

the accounts were relayed to her over 

the weekend, after a senator who was 

accused of making unwelcome moves 

on Gelser was punished on Friday.

Gelser told Oregon Public Radio’s 

“Think Out Loud” program that the 

women told her about various offen-

sive behavior.

“It can be anything from being 

touched too long, having a hand on 

your thigh either above or below your 

skirt, and what someone believes is 

just a friendly way, that hand around 

the shoulder and the fi ngers beneath 

your shirt ... or someone that is talking 

to you so close that your ear is wet 

when you step away,” she said.

Women have been touched “under 

the dais at a committee hearing, and, 

you know, it’s happened on the fl oor 

of our chambers, and that is not appro-

priate,” Gelser added.

The complaints in Oregon were 

brought to light after Senate Repub-

lican spokesman Jonathan Lockwood 

said a week ago on Twitter that Gov. 

Kate Brown and Gelser had received 

cash linked to Hollywood producer 

Harvey Weinstein, who recently was 

accused of sexually harassing and 

abusing many women over decades. 

Lockwood asked if Brown and Gelser 

returned the money.

Weinstein donated $5,000 to the 

Democratic Party of Oregon during 

the 1995-1996 election cycle, a 

decade before Gelser was elected to 

the Legislature.

Gelser, who is from the university 

town of Corvallis, shot back on Twitter, 

denying receiving any Weinstein 

money and asking if Lockwood would 

ensure that no Senate Republican 

“inappropriately touches or gropes” 

female lawmakers and staffers.

Hermiston residents hoping to hit up a 

new Ranch & Home store for Christmas 

shopping will be out of luck this year after 

the company told the city it won’t open its 

doors by its original goal of Jan. 1. 

The Hermiston city council voted 

Monday to extend deadlines until June 

for the outdoor lifestyle retailer after 

owner George Dress asked for a new 

deadline of March 1 to fulfi ll require-

ments needed to be reimbursed for some 

development costs.

The city had previously approved 

an agreement with Ranch & Home 

to reimburse system development 

charges, building permit fees and some 

sewer costs — an incentive package 

worth an estimated $107,800 — if the 

store being built on south Highway 395 

gained its occupancy permit by Jan. 1, 

2018. The agreement also stated that 

the city would reimburse the company 

$185,000 in road development costs 

if the company managed to recruit a 

grocery store to build next door by Oct. 

1, 2018.

In the original deal, the company 

would be reimbursed 10 percent less 

— about $11,000 — for each month it 

missed the deadline, for up to six months.

The company has had diffi culty 

fi nding electricians, however, causing 

Dress to request that the full reimburse-

ment be extended to March 1. After

The building at 504 S.E. Fourth 

Street in Pendleton used to be an auto 

repair shop, but its owner now has 

higher aspirations. 

Ron Harrison of Notus, Idaho has 

applied for a conditional use permit 

to turn his shop, Harrison’s Auto 

Enhancer, into an indoor marijuana 

grow. Harrison’s application will be 

considered by the Pendleton Planning 

Commission at a meeting Thursday. 

The property is zoned light resi-

dential, and as a marijuana grow and 

not a retailer, the city’s 1,000-foot 

buffer for schools and parks does not 

apply. The facility is within 1,000 feet 

of May Park. 

Located at the base of South Hill, the 

proposed grow is in close proximity to 

residential neighborhoods. Although 

most marijuana businesses have been 

approved by the commission with 

minimal public opposition, the location 

of a proposed marijuana dispensary 

on Tutuilla Road was changed after 

garnering outcry from nearby residents. 

Harrison did not return a request for 

comment, but he did share his thoughts 

on how the cannabis grow would affect 

nearby residents in his conditional use 

application. 

“There will be no negative impact on 

the neighbors of the property, as there 

won’t be a higher traffi c rate,” he wrote. 

“No ‘new’ people in the area as it’s not 

a retail business. Neighbors are already 

acquainted with me.” 

If the planning commission approves 

Harrison’s application, it would be third 

one the commission has approved since 

marijuana businesses became legal in 

Pendleton at the beginning of the year. 

The commission already approved 

Burnswell Family Farms at 2612 N.E. 

Nursery Lane and GhostTown Organix 

at 2515 N.E. Riverside Place. 

The marijuana growers would also 

join the three operating dispensaries 

— Kind Leaf Pendleton, Pendleton

Supporters of a proposed carbon cap and reinvestment program in Oregon are plan-ning to kick off their statewide campaign Nov. 4 in Pendleton, pushing for lawmakers to pass the bill during the 2018 short legislative session.
The so-called “cap and invest” bill would place a limit on greenhouse gas emissions, charge companies and utilities for exceeding the limit and reinvest the money in clean energy projects such as wind and solar power, electric vehi-cles and public transit.

Renew Oregon, the coali-tion backing the bill, estimates it would raise $700 million annually while promoting new clean energy jobs. Gov. Kate Brown is also on board, announcing her support at a screening of the Al Gore climate change documentary, “An Inconvenient Sequel: Truth to Power.”

The Oregon Department of Revenue knocked $54 million off the assessed value of the Hermiston Generating Company.
The devaluation means a drop in local property tax revenue of $934,672 for 2017-18, with education taking the brunt of the loss.Linda Blacklock with the revenue department’s valuation section said strict confi dentiality laws prohibit revealing what led to the downgrade at the natural gas plant. The Hermiston Generating Co., 78145 Westland Road, Hermiston, had a real market value of $180 million and an assessed value of nearly $155 million for 2016-17. Blacklock said the plant’s real and assessed values for 2017-18 are each $100 million.

Umatilla County mailed tax bills this week. The power company’s new values show up on its latest tax statement. Paul Chalmers, director of county assessment and taxation, said the devaluation amounts to about 1 percent of the county’s total assessed 

value.
And the state would not tell him why Hermiston Generating’s value fell, he added. 

County tax records show Hermiston Generating paid more than $2.43 million in property taxes for 2016-17, with $900,000 of that for education: $89,877 for the InterMountain Education Service District; $96,520 for 

Blue Mountain Community College; and $713,602 for the Hermiston School District.The decrease in the company’s assessed value dropped the portion for the school district to almost $400,000, BMCC’s to about $54,000 and the service district’s to roughly $50,000. Tricia Mooney, Herm-iston schools interim super-intendent, said the district 

planned for growth at about 3 percent, but that’s now down to around 1.9 percent. She said the district will have to address the situation going forward, and it’s too early to say what might result from the revenue decline.
The tax revenue for the Hermiston School District’s bond fell from $626,000 to $411,000, according to tax statements, and other 

programs and entities took similar hits.
Mosquito control for west Umatilla County stands to lose about $16,000, the Port of Umatilla about $8,400, and county general fund about $155,000.

Bradley Knight, the general manager of the Hermiston Generating Plant, did not return a phone call or email seeking comment for the story.
Chalmers said the latest tax statements will also refl ect the following addi-tions:

� Umatilla School District new bond requesting $890,000;
� the bond for Pendleton’s new fi re station; • Stanfi eld School District’s bond adjustment increase;

• And the fi rst year for the new area of coverage for East Umatilla Health District or Medic 400. Chalmers said the health district now includes Helix, Adams, Athena and Weston and has a rate of $1 per $1,000 of assessed value.

On Saturday, the Drug Enforce-

ment Administration’s 14th National 

Prescription Drug Take-Back Day, 

Umatilla and Morrow County resi-

dents can drop off unused pills at the 

Hermiston Police Department, 330 

S. First St., from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m.

During the last such national 

collection, Oregonians dropped off 

12,120 pounds of unused drugs, 

which reminded Oregon law 

enforcement how prevalent prescrip-

tion opiates had become.

Pendleton Police Chief Stuart 

Roberts said prescription drug use 

and abuse have been on the rise 

locally over the last several years. 

Roberts said his police department 

has a secure MedReturn in their 

lobby, where residents can drop off 

unused prescriptions at all times. A 

few times a year, law enforcement 

has the collection incinerated. 

Amy Ashton-Williams, the 

Umatilla County Director of 

Human Services, said opioid use is 

a serious local concern. And as law 

enforcement cracks down on abused 

prescription avenues, users can turn 

to more dangerous ways to feed their 

addiction.
“For those who are addicted, even 

if they’re receiving them legally, 

they’ll go and buy illegally, or turn 

to an alternative form like heroin,” 

she said.

A Nevada man is in the hospital after a 
dare at a Umatilla County campground left 
him with a gunshot wound.

According to reports from the Umatilla 
County Sheriff’s Department, two men 
— part of a group of about a dozen other 
people drinking and celebrating at Frazier 
Campground outside Ukiah on Tuesday — 
agreed to shoot each other with bean bag 
rounds from a shotgun on a dare. According 
to sheriff’s reports, one man who was shot 
received a serious wound on his thigh.

Umatilla County Undersheriff Jim 
Littlefi eld said the incident was still being 
investigated.

“I think what happened, is there were 
a group of people camping, highly intox-
icated,” he said. “They decided they were 
going to shoot each other with bean bag 
rounds to see how they felt.”

Umatilla and Union County Sheriff’s 
Deputies responded to the scene around 
9:21 p.m., and found a medic that had been 
nearby treating the 29-year-old victim. 
A private party took the man to Grande 
Ronde Hospital in La Grande. He was still 
in the hospital for treatment on Wednesday. 

Umatilla County Sheriff Terry Rowan 
said they could not release the names of 
the victim or the other person involved yet, 
because the victim was not yet in a condi-
tion to be interviewed. He said the bullet 
went all the way through the man’s thigh.

“There was some muscular damage, 
some bone damage,” Rowan said.

Rowan said the individuals were staying 
in a bunkhouse that is a temporary home to 
about 20 people from all over the nation.

“I believe they were working for the 
Forest Service,” he said. “It sounds like 
they were celebrating the end of fi re season 
and likely were a little overindulgent.” 

Rowan said from what he knew, only 
one gun was involved.

“Bean bag rounds” are less-than-lethal 
ammunition that can be fi red as a shotgun 
shell. Law enforcement offi cials sometimes 
use them for riot control.
