SALEM — Oregon 

legislative leaders Saturday 

celebrated a 28-day policy-

making session marked by 

some bipartisan legislation. 

The Legislature’s Demo-

cratic leaders launched the 

session Feb. 5 with lofty 

ambitions of universal 

health care and a cap and 

invest program. Adjourning 

Saturday  lawmakers left the 

state Capitol having passed 

smaller policy advancements 

with consensus from the 

Republican minority in many 

instances.

“This session surprised 

me,” said Senate President 

Peter Courtney, D-Salem. “I 

was worried that we were 

over-committed, doing too 

much, but we just adjourned 

eight days before the consti-

tutional deadline.”

Lawmakers made a 

fix to the state’s domestic 

violence gun laws, passed 

some measures to push back 

on Trump administration 

policies and made changes to 

help fund affordable housing 

and shed light on pharmaceu-

tical drug prices.

The Legislature’s “short” 

session — held in even-num-

bered years — was sold to 

voters in 2010 as a time to 

fix laws and adjust the state 

budget. In 2016, the Legis-

lature used the short session 

to pass major policies such 

as an increase in minimum 

wage and limits on the use of

Twenty vehicles tangled 

and nine people injured

Oegon State Police continues to 

investigate the series of crashes on 

the icy interstate near Pendleton that 

injured nine people Saturday night.

Five suffered serious injuries, 

according to state police. Ground 

and air ambulances took victims 

to St. Anthony Hospital, Pendleton 

and Kadlec Regional Medical 

Center, Richland. State police Lt. 

Mike Turner in Pendleton said 

having victims in hospitals in 

different states adds another layer to 

a complicated investigation.

“We’re just continuing to try to 

put all the pieces together,” Turner 

said.
Oregon State Police have not 

confirmed the identities of the 

victims. Turner said OSP has 

received media questions about 

a fatality from the crash, but no 

agency or hospital involved has 

confirmed any deaths. At this point, 

he said, state police do not have 

information that anyone died at the 

scene or afterward.

State police reported 20 vehi-

cles — seven semi-tractors and 13 

passenger cars — were involved. 

Turner explained there was not one 

large pile-up but instead separate 

crashes on the westbound side of 

Interstate 84 near milepost 223, 

about 13 miles east of Pendleton.

The preliminary investigation 

revealed speed and black ice helped 

create a domino effect resulting in 

the multiple collisions.

SALEM — Surrounded 

by hundreds of students 

demonstrating for stricter 

gun laws, Gov. Kate Brown 

Monday signed into a law 

a bill that bans convicted 

domestic abusers and 

stalkers from buying or 

owning guns.

House Bill 4145 also 

prohibits those who have 

a domestic violence 

restraining order against 

them from having firearms.

Proposed by the 

governor, the legislation 

was arguably the only signa-

ture law to emerge from the 

Legislature’s 28-day poli-

cymaking session, which 

ended Saturday, March 3. 

The bill was approved in 

the House with bipartisan 

support and passed the 

Senate with bipartisan 

opposition.

Brown touted the legis-

lation as the nation’s first 

gun safety law since the 

shooting rampage at the 

Marjory Stoneman Douglas 

High School in Parkland, 

Florida, Feb. 14.

“I’m proud to sign this 

bill, making Oregon the 

first state to take action 

to prevent senseless gun 

violence since the tragedy in 

Parkland, Fla.,” Brown said. 

“Today marks an important 

milestone, but we know 

we have more to do. It’s 

long past time we hold the 

White House and Congress 

accountable. Now’s the time 

to enact real change and 

federal gun safety legisla-

tion.”
The bill expands restric-

tions already in place on gun 

ownership and closes the 

so-called “boyfriend loop-

hole” or “intimate partner 

loophole,” as the governor 

later started referring to it. 

Domestic abusers who have 

been married, cohabitated 

or had children with their 

victims were already banned 

from having guns.

The bill signed into law 

Monday expands that ban to 

dating partners, with whom 

the victim may not have 

lived with nor had children 

with.
“This loophole needed 

desperately to be closed, 

and this bill closes it and 

protects victims of domestic 

violence equally,” said 

Doreen Dodgen-Magee of 

Moms Demand Action. 

About 54 percent of 

mass shootings — those in 

which four or more people 

are killed — between 2009 

and 2016 were related to 

domestic abuse, she said,

The Sunridge Middle School 
students thought they were just 
sharing their favorite activities — 
sports, art, music and exploring the 
outdoors.

In reality, they were coming up 
with ways to handle stress and help 
each other during difficult times.“You have all shared some great 

things to do for self-care, and that 
you can encourage others to do,” 
said Amanda Walsborn, prevention 
education coordinator for the 
Umatilla County Health Depart-
ment.

On Tuesday and Wednesday, 
Walsborn taught students a course in 
suicide prevention and mental health 
promotion, explaining that making 
time for your own mental and phys-
ical well-being is important in times 
of stress or trouble. During the class, 
she taught students to recognize 
risk factors and warning signs for 
someone who may be considering 
suicide, and ways they can reach out 
to a friend who might be struggling.

Though similar to the “Question, 
Persuade, Refer” method of suicide 
prevention that Walsborn teaches to 
adults, these lessons were tailored to 
adolescents.

Walsborn had students identify 

some common myths and facts 
about suicide. Some were more obvious, such 

as the statement: “Only experts can 
prevent suicide.”“Myth,” students recognized.

Some questions were a little more 
challenging.

“Suicidal people keep their plans 
to themselves,” Walsborn said. 
“Myth or fact?”Students weren’t sure. Walsborn 

said while people often think this is 
true, those considering suicide will 
often communicate what they are 
thinking and how they are feeling, 
but not always directly.“They may do it through writing, 

drawing, music — other ways to 
communicate pain and suffering,” 
Walsborn said.She cautioned students not to try 

and be the only person that helps.
“Why might a friend not want 

you to tell an adult?” she asked 
students.

Walsborn said while students 
may be nervous about betraying a

The kids kept the secret for three weeks.
On the sly, Sherwood Heights Elementary students practiced a special song during recess and times when counselor Lisa Roberts was away getting cancer treatments. They planned to sing Martina McBride’s “I’m Gonna Love You Through It” to Roberts as a way to encourage her through the ordeal. The students spent part of each music class rehearsing the song.Principal Theresa Owens instigated the idea. The administrator often encourages the children to sing. She herself sings every morning during announcements.“I firmly believe singings builds community,” she said.

So it seemed the perfect way to uplift Roberts, who has breast cancer. They would sing their support. On Thursday, it was showtime. The school’s 500 students quietly filed into the school gym and waited on the bleachers in hushed expectation. Owens’ guitar sat at the ready. Someone was dispatched to get Roberts. “They told me a student was having a melt-down,” Roberts said later that day with a smile.The child development specialist, who strode 

into the gym expecting to find a child in distress, looked momentarily stunned as she took in the scene. Owens directed her to a row of folding chairs where members of her family, including husband and police chief Stuart Roberts, sat waiting for her. “We love you and want you to know we’ve got your back,” Owens told her into a microphone.Roberts smiled as fourth and fifth graders sang the first verse. As they got to the chorus, the 

younger students joined in. “When you’re weak, I’ll be strongWhen you let go, I’ll hold onWhen you need to cry, I swearThat I’ll be there to dry your eyesWhen you feel lost and scared to death,Like you can’t take one more stepJust take my hand, together we can do itI’m gonna love you through it.”As they sang, they waved daffodils, which they would later give Roberts. After the song came a video featuring individual shots of children holding handwritten messages for their counselor. The sentiments melded one into another.
“You are a rock star,” said one.“You are brave.”“You are powerful.”“You are strong.”“You are loved.”“We believe in you.”Roberts soaked in the love. As students filed out of the gym, Roberts gave them hugs. When they had gone, Roberts reflected on the three weeks since chemo started. She said the students have supported her with encouragement and thoughtful gifts. One day, four siblings pooled their money and bought flowers. On another, a boy brought her his favorite toy car.“Every day has had silver linings,” she said. “The kids have been so sweet.”

The bald eagle should be dead. 
Blue Mountain Wildlife, Eastern Oregon’s leading animal recovery center, took in the ill female juvenile raptor in January and ran a lead test. Staff had to dilute the eagle’s blood twice to obtain a lead level low enough to register on the machine. The result: 813 micrograms of lead per deciliter.

Lynn Tompkins, the center’s director, said that was the highest lead level the center has measured. A level of 20 is toxic.
“She’s still hanging in there. We just got her moved outside three days ago,” 

Tompkins said. “It’s kind of a miracle that she’s still alive.”
Blue Mountain Wildlife had its own surprise in the fall when it needed a new x-ray system to assess animal injuries. The x-ray machine is portable, can take images of animals as small bats and songbirds and about costs about $1,300. But the computer that digitizes the images costs about $26,000. Tompkins asked for dona-tions in the center’s weekly newsletter. One donor, she said, committed to $10,000, and within two weeks the center had $19,000. “That was a pretty over-whelming response,” she said.

He also said county 

commissioners approving 

themselves pay raises of 

$8,000 did not sit well with 

him. That move in 2015 

increased the salary for 

the post to $86,273 a year. 

Commissioners now have 

an annual salary of $90,852. 

Bailor stated Murdock took 

raises while arguing against 

wage increases for working 

people.
Bailor also said Murdock 

expressing partisan opinions 

in local news violates the 

nonpartisan spirit of the 

county charter. County 

commissioners should be 

trying to build solutions to 

local problems on common 

ground, he said, rather than 

fuel partisan politics within 

the community.

Rick Pullen worked for 

Umatilla County from 2004 

until he quit on Dec. 15, 2017, 

when he was in the assessor’s 

office. Pullen is a singer and 

portrayed Daddy Warbucks 

in the recent College Commu-

nity Theatre production of the 

musical “Annie.”

Eastern Oregon University 
has always been a home for 
students looking for a smaller, 
more rural college experience 
in Oregon, but that role is now 
official.

The La Grande-based school 
has been designated by the state 
legislature as Oregon’s Rural 
University.

“It defines our role in the state 

and shows our unique mission,” 
said Tim Seydel, EOU’s vice 
president for university advance-
ment.

The designation — which 
passed both chambers of the 
legislature unanimously and 
was signed by the governor on 
Tuesday — doesn’t come with 
a boost in state funding or new 
rules for how the university is 
run. But Seydel said it could help 
set EOU apart when applying 
for state and federal grants 

for programs that are targeted 
toward helping first-generation 
college students, for example, or 
those from rural communities.

“When they say, ‘Why 
Eastern?’ we can say, ‘That’s 
what we do,’” he said.

Seydel said it could also help 
with recruitment at the univer-
sity, which was at 3,016 students 
during the fall term. He said 
some students are searching for 
a smaller, more rural experience 
where their professors know 

them by name.
Many of those students come 

from Umatilla and Morrow 
counties. Umatilla County 
students have made up roughly 
nine percent of EOU’s enroll-
ment for the last decade, and this 
year there are 311 students from 
Umatilla County and 48 students 
from Morrow County. The 
university has increased recruit-
ment efforts in both counties as it 
looks to boost its numbers.
