Brown initially declined
the invitation because she
planned to go to a National
Governors’ Association
conference in Santa Fe,
N.M. But, Brown instead
stayed in Oregon to over-
see emergency response
to major wildfires, accord-
ing to a spokesman for her
campaign.

At Friday’s forum, each
candidate was permitted
about 10 minutes to outline
their platform, followed
by roughly five minutes of
questions from attendees.

Buehler outlined four
priorities: improving the
state’s public education sys-
tem, making major reforms
to foster care and Medic-
aid, reducing homelessness
and supporting the state’s
rural communities and
businesses.

He aims to increase the
state’s high school gradua-
tion rate, institute reforms
to the struggling foster care
system and lift up Ore-
gon’s food, wood prod-
ucts and renewable energy
industries.

about state pub-
lic records issues, Buehler
said that as a legislator, after
the Kitzhaber scandal, he’d
sponsored — and the Leg-
islature passed — stron-
ger whistleblower protec-
tions for Oregon’s public

employees.
Starnes, meanwhile,
principally  stumped for

his main cause: campaign
finance reform.

He wants to put limits
on campaign contributions
(The Oregon Constitution
currently prohibits limits
on campaign contributions
and expenditures for state
elections).

“I would argue that this
big money in politics is
what’s corrupting and stale-
mating our system,” Starnes
said. “It’s a systemic
problem.”

Starnes says, if elected,
he would refuse to sign
other  legislation  until
campaign finance reform
was signed into law. He
claims that a lack of cam-
paign finance regulations
has played a part in allow-
ing public employee health
care and pension costs to
climb because the govern-
ment is beholden to special

cent of voters who partic-
ipated in the 2014 general
election.

In June, the party threat-
ened legal action if Starnes
wasn’t invited to major
debates on the state’s tele-
