S a c h i h e k o 
“Sach” Mikami 
was an industri-
ous and dynamic 
man who was 
well-loved for his 
generosity and 
compassion. He 
passed away at 
home surrounded 
by h is loving 
family on Febru-
ary 16, 2021, at the 
age of 91.

He was born 
October 22, 1929, 
in Shelley, Idaho, 
to Miyaji and 
Fumi Usami Mikami. He 
spent his childhood in Idaho 
and began working with his 
father on their farm full-
time at an early age due to 
his older brothers entering 
military service.

At age 21, he purchased 
a farm in Ririe, Idaho, with 
his brothers Dan and George 
and named it Mikami Broth-
ers. He loved the land and 
dedicated his life to farm-
ing onions, wheat, corn and 
potatoes for shipping and 
processing. His grandchil-
dren have fond memories 
of summers visiting “The 
Farm” and seeing his work. 
In 1952, he served in the 
Army infantry during the 
Korean War.

In 1957, he married 
Miyoko Nakano in Idaho 
Falls, Idaho. They lived in 
Ririe and Osgood, Idaho, 
then moved to Hermiston, 
Oregon, in 1974. Together 
they had seven children.

Sach was a devoted 
husband, father and grand-
father, and was always 
good for a story and a joke 
(or two or three). He loved 
calling his grandchildren 
by nicknames and always 
f lashed a mischievous 
smile, especially when teas-
ing Grandma. His signa-
ture hello was a hearty 
¿Qué pasó? with a strong 
arm raised in greeting. Sach 
loved spending time with his 
family, especially gathered 
around the table sharing deli-
cious food. He was a strong 
supporter of his loved ones, 
especially his grandchil-

dren, and attended 
as many weddings, 
graduations, sport 
competitions, arts 
performances and 
other events as 
he could. He also 
enjoyed fishing 
and having good 
c o nve r s a t i o n s 
with friends and 
acquaintances.

After a coura-
geous battle with 
ALS, Millie passed 
away peacefully at 
her home in Pend-
leton.

Millie was born in Mount 
Pleasant, Pennsylvania, to 
Alex and Emma Morvosh, 
and grew up in the town of 
Tarrs, Pennsylvania. After 
completing school there, she 
attended and graduated from 
the Latrobe Area Hospital 
School of Nursing in 1968, 
and then enlisted in the U.S. 
Army.

She served as a Pedi-
atric Nurse at Fort Knox, 
Kentucky, before being 
assigned to the 121st Evac. 
Hospital in Seoul, Korea. 
After nearly three years of 
service, she was honorably 
discharged in 1971.

While in Korea, she met 
and married Steven Conover, 
and upon her discharge they 
moved to Oregon. They had 
two children, Kimberly and 
Stevan, and after various 
moves around the state, they 
settled in Pendleton. They 
later divorced.

Millie’s nursing career 
spans nearly 40 years working 
in obstetrics, pediatrics, medi-
cal/surgical unit, day surgery 
and IV therapy. In Pendleton, 
she worked at Community 
Hospital, and then later St. 
Anthony Hospital. She went 
on to work for Dr. William 
Sleigh until his retirement, 
and then Dr. Malcolm Towns-
ley until her retirement in 
2007.

Millie continued her 
service to her country and 
state and joined the Oregon 
Army National Guard in 1980. 
She began as a captain with 
the medical support team of 
the 3rd Battalion, 116 Cavalry 
unit, and retired as lieutenant 
colonel in 1999 with the 
Oregon Medical Readiness 
Team. She received several 
Exceptional Service Medals, 
overseas service ribbon and 
Meritorious Service Medal 
for her dedication and devo-
tion to duty to the Army and 
Oregon National Guard.

In 1983, she married

They shared many 
happy memories 
and family time 
until his death in 
1994.

After her nursing retire-
ment, she enjoyed the 
company of friend Jesse 
Shaw until his death in 2017.

She was a member of Epis-
copal Church of the Redeemer 
and the Lions Club in Pendle-
ton.
