The animal
sculptures placed around down-
town were created by Samuel,
who lives in Kenya.

The best way to see the
sculptures is up close so you
can check out the details — like
eyelashes, or the "hair” of the
gorilla. It's an easy walk around
downtown Baker City, where
residents and visitors alike are
often seen posing with the cre-
ations for a photo.

Another spot is Churchill
School, 3451 Broadway St.,
where the African animals in-
habit a sculpture garden in front
of the historic building.
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Beginning Oct. 1, the sculp-
tures will begin migrating to
Court Plaza in downtown Baker
City, near the Art Roamers
shop.

“They'll be hanging out there
for about a month,"” Jeff Jen-
tzsch said.

The animals are usu-
ally stored for the winter, and
migrate out into town the next
spring.

The Art Roamers shop, which
is usually open on the first
Friday of each month, will be
open additional days October
through December. For up-
dates, check Facebook, www.
