Series “is focused on encourag-

ing discussion around issues 

within the community, the region 

and beyond.”

Each session is centered 

around a theme inspired by the 

featured writer’s work.

Oates is the author of two 

books of poetry and four works 

of nonfi ction, including “Para-
dise Wild: Reimagining American 

Nature” and “City Limits: Walking 

Portland’s Boundary.” His award-

winning essays have appeared in 

Georgia Review, Creative Nonfi c-
tion and Orion. He was Kittredge 

Distinguished Visiting Writer at 

the University of Montana and 

is founder and general editor of 

Kelson Books in Portland.
