Bull Party Concentrates on
Utilities, Bears Active
Elsewhere

NEW YORK, Jan. 31.—(AP)—
The Bull party concentrated f{ts
activities on the utility section of
the stock market, leaving most of
the rest of the field, with the ex-
ception of a few ralls and special-
ties, to the Beara. This division of
activity produced the most irreg-
ular and confusing markat of the
new year,

Sharp difference of sentiment
developed over the credit situa-
tion, with call money mounting
to 8 per cent as banks withdrew
ahout $20,000,000 more in prepar-
ation for month-end settlements.
Towmorrow is expected to see the
peak of the month-end money
pinch and is the day of the week-
ly meetings of the New York fed-
eral reserve bank and the Bank
of England.

There was little in the day’s
news save the weekly steel trade
reviews, which were phrased imn'
varying -degrees of optimism.
American metal market sald *‘some
aspecta of the situation do not ap-
pear as favorable at this date as
was to be expected from predle-
tlons made before the year open-
ed, bat that s a famliliar appear-
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anes at the end of January.” Iron

Trade Review, on the other hand,
sald “what {s undoubtedly the|
best January in the history of the
fron and steel industry from the
standpolnt of production x x x I8
closing.”

About a dozen utilitles were
lifted to new highs, among them
American and Forelgn Power, Co-
lumibia Gas and North American
which were bid up 6 to 9 points,
and Amerlcan Telephone, which
was sant up 5 points to a new top

Representatives of the manu-
facturers and workers described
unfavorable conditions in the
New England textile Industry as
acute and asked higher duties on
fine yarns and cloths, Represen-
tatives Whitting, democrat, Mis-
sissippi, on behall of growsers,
sought a duty range of from 7 to
24 cents a pound, according to
length, on long staple cotton, now
on the free list,

HRobert Amory, Boston, repre-
senting the Natlonal Counecil of|~~
American Cotton manufacturers,
declared the situation was ‘‘par-
ticularly acufe in the New Eng-
land states where unemployment
conditions are very serious,” and
that the higher duties requested
would enable the manufacturers
to compete in the fine goods mar-
kets,
