RESCUES GERMANS;
FORFEITS OWN LIFE

( By United Prea to the Bend Bulletin)

PARIS. April 21. Tho written
testimony of two tlerman prisoners
of war la on record hero today to
show tho heroism of n French under
otflcor who saved them from certain
death. Tho latter Is dead.

The two prisoners, Alfred Wondt,
of Berlin, former officer of tho Ger-

man steamer Wnllo, and Kdtnoml

Tngles, Frankfort, murine mnehln-Icta-

were aboard the French steam-
er "Athos." on route for Franco,
when the latter was torpedoed In the
Mediterranean, on February 17. They
wero locked In n cabin on tho lower
deck. When they had given them-

selves up for lost, tho door of their
kculiln opened suddenly and tho un- -

dor officer, who had made his wuy
to their prison with tho greatest dif-

ficulty, guided them to the Bufety of

tho upper deck. They were put In
a boat and escaped. Tho under of-

ficer remained on hoard the sinking
ship helping save tho others and was
lost.

It was on tho "Athos" that Robert
A. Haddon. an Amnrlcau missionary,
returning from Foochow, China, was
lost.

If the 16.000.000 bond issue and the

Road construction will
have been standardized; Federal aid
and secured; the cost of
efficient engineering will have been

State, Government and counties, to-

gether with genuine' competitive bid-

ing both interest and principal of
state bonds out of current revenues
already imposed will also have been
secured, and this without additional
tax burden and with proper safe-

guards to the general taxpayer.
