heads In Washington, D. C,
copies of which were sent to

Executive Secretary John ,

of Defense. "Carry on" is the
theme of those telegrams, whose

Benders felt the German peace

proposals might interfere with
campaign plans Just formulated.
Consequently, the United War
Work drive, which opens Novem-

ber 11, will be conducted with
even more vigor than had Ger-

many not sought to bring about
peace on her own terms. The
departmental heads, as well as
Mr. Pershing, emphasize the
need of continued activities by

the several affiliated organiza-
tions participating In the drive,
even after hostilities have ceased.
