LONDON, June 21. "Certain of
the Interned whips in Scapa Flow-hav- e

been sunk and abandoned by
their crews," the British admiralty
officially announced this evening.
The first intimation of the sinking
of German ships was contained In an

Exchange Telegraph dispatch from a
correspondent In northern Scotland,
which stated that the vessels had

been sunk by their own crews, and

had gone dowd with the imperial
German ensigns flying at the mast-

heads, where the crews had raised
them.

','Practically the whole German
fleet lying in Scapa Flow has been
sunk by German crews," the dispatch
said. "Farmers living nearby state
that the German fla.g was hoisted
as the crews proceeded to sink the
ships."

Almost the entire German fleet
was taken to Scapa Flow for intern-
ment following Its surrender to the
allies after the signing of the armis-

tice. A small portion of the crew
of each vessel Is understood to have
been retained in order to keep the

TWELVE YEARS' GOES FAR

TOWARD IMPROVING ROADS.

Tho increase in motor registration
nnd rovenues in tho United States
durln.g the past doien years repre-
sents some interesting comparisons.
This Is especially true in respect to
tho use mndo 'of the revenue. In
1906 tho total registrations were
approximately 43,000 cars, paying a
gross revenue of about $143,000, or
roughly the snmo as tho returns from
tho District of Columbia for the
your 19J8. Furthermore, in 1906
tho gross registration revenues rep-

resented loss than three-tenth- s of
1 per cent, of tho rural road and
bridge expenditure for that year.
In 191S tho motor vehicle revenues
