ly to take for granted thuf If a miin
baa a good education, then bla finding
of an opportunity to apply It profit-
ably la a comparatively almple matter.
Certainly our whole educational pro-
gram, and especially our whole line
of educational appeal and propaganda,
will have to be changed the moment
that assumption Is no longer to be
made. Whiting William write In
Scrlbner1. "Kqulp yourself, Toung
America, and the country'a your 1" we
say In effect to our youth whetlser In
achool or at work.

In Britain there Is much testimony
to the effect that that assumption Is
not thus to be made.
