LOS ANC.KI.FS. July 20. Judced
from the standpoint of normalcy,
baseball is boldtnf its own.

Laat season baseball had reached
one of those peaka which one miht
liken to the topography f a western
landscape where one observes the
00 Ulna of jaKed mountain ranges.
The record and history of baseball is
like the uneven crest of such a
ranse. with towerlnK peak here and
there. No two seasons ure identical.
That Is because each is played under
varying conditions. However, there
is a general and as yet unexplained
law. Due to some subtle influence,
perhaps psycnoloftical or economic,
baseball seems to on an
ascending scale for six years and
then go into a slight decline on the
seventh. This bus been the general
rule. Whatever the reason, It Ih as
inscrutable as some of the laws nf
nature.

Lr.si season was an exceptional
year all over the country and particu-
larly in the Coast league, where a
gain of approximately half a million
was made owr the preceding season.
That was a minor league record and
hardly would be duplicated imme-

diately.
