NEW YORK, Sept. 28 Although
they eladm to huve definite nssurance
from Anti-Saloon league officinls
1hit a compromise plun toward mod!i-
fieation of the prohibition taw will
be considered, the largest brewors in
the United Btates will not st this
time work toward that end, the
Unitéd Press was told todey.

“Informal conversations between
Wayhe B, Wheeler and other attor-
nuys hnve offered the basis for Inter-
esting rumors, but they are guite un-
Important.” ¥ the way in which the
Uinited Statés Hrewers' assoclation
sums up the situstion.

Taking the stand that Wheeler, in
his conference with attorneys for
soveral big browing interests, ropre-
mented only himself. the brewers'
stntement. sddod:

“When, yielding to the pressure of
public sentiment, the executive board
of the Anti-Saloon league is willing

to have the Volstead act modified, it

will /' be time to take Mr. Wheeler
and his assoclates serfously.”

It was admitted, however. that
when the board of trustees of the
brewers" assoclation meets hore
Thuraday, a dissatisfied group will
endeavor to press negotintions toward
modifications. Thoe Anheuser-Busch
company of St. Louis s said to be
one of the leaders of this faction.

The United Press was informed
tuat George Muehlebach of Kansas

City was one of the brewers in the |

Anheuser-Busch faction
and Chicago brewerg are understood
to oppose them. A few hrewers. such
as Colonel Jacob Ruppert. owner of
the New York Yankees, are sald to
be still “on the fence.”

The brewers are represented as
unanimous in declding to cooperate
with the government in keeplog
within restrictions as to the alcoholic
content of beer. 'The association’s
stutement aald in this respeet:

"As long as the public fs satis-
fled with a two and three-quarters
per ecent beverage, it would be fool-
il to waste money on m stronge
and more expensive drink.'”
