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NLRB CHECKED AGAIN
The United States circuit court decision setting aside an

NLRB order which voided a closed shop contract between the
A. F. of L. and a Portland woodworking company should be
as pleasing to labor as to the employer. Without binding con-

tracts union labor would be in a sorry plight indeed. If a
union contract could be cancelled at the whim of an adminis-
trative agency it would hardly be worth while for either side
to enter into it.

V-- NLRB, in its order, took into consideration neither good
liiw nor good faith. What it did was to endeavor to set up as
a principle that part of the membership of a union may cancel
a contract which the union has authorized and extended and
may force a new contract substituting the name of a new union
Which they had joined.

Collective bargaining, in which a labor organization ne-

gotiates with the employer as to conditions of employment
and terms of pay, has come to be accepted as one of labor's
most precious rights. Such bargaining is customarily done
through an oflicial or committee to whom representative
power has been delegated. But. while it is a precious right, it
carries with it definite obligations. When an agreement is
reached it is understood that it will be kept by both parties to
it. The parties are the union, the organization (not its indi-
vidual members), and the employer.

The woodworking company, reaching such an agreement,
had every reason to believe that it would be observed until its
terminal date. The union had equal right to expect full ob-

servance for the same period of time. Had the company ac-

cepted cancellation because part of the union membership had
seceded, even though that part constituted a large majority,
it would have broken faith with the contracting union, which
Continued to function as a legal organization." The NLRB ordered such a breach and, in the ordering,

honorable dealing on which the law has its foundation.

THE PARDONING POWER
Senator Ashby Dickson's joint resolution to withdraw the

governor's power to pardon first degree murderers and second
offenders was introduced in the wrong year. At the beginningof the present legislative session Oregon's new governor,
Charles A. Sprague, had given convincing demonstration that
in his hands the pardoning power, which includes the power
of reprieve, was in safe hands. Despite tremendous pressure
which was brought to bear upon him he permitted a convicted
murderer to go to the gas chamber. The legislature, with this
episode fresh in mind, could hardly have been expected to pass
Senator Dickson's resolution.

And yet that resolution was deserving of passage. Execu-
tive pardoning power is frequently abused, and we need look
no farther to have evidence of it than in the records of Oregon
governors of not many years ago. The opportunity for such
abuse should be eliminated and, in fairness to the executive,the system should be revised so that one man should not be
made to shoulder the heavy responsibility of deciding between
life and death.

Delegation of this responsibility to a pardoning board
would be preferable.
