Opposed in Salem

Salem, Ore, Jan. 2§ W — The
Oregon house of representatives
today voted 42 to 16 agalnst a
memorial urging the congress of
the United States to enact a “to-
tal congeription" act.

The memorial originally pro
posed as urging "limited national
serviee” by Rep. Warren Erwin,
Portland, was later amended to
read “total consceription” by Rep.
Vernon Bull, La Grande.

Debate Is Violent

The measure falled to pass afl.
ter more than an hour of violent
debate and technical delays.

Reép. Erwin, charging that op:
ponents of the memorial are “in.
surrectionists” osgainst the war
effort and the natlonal leadership,
siald that the representatives of
the people of Oregon should "back
up MacArthur, Elsenhower, Mar
shall und King, and say to them
‘Gotwit"

The memorial was strongly op-

«d by several membors of the
wuse, In particular Rep, Phil
Brady, Portland leader, who said
that such o proposal was an “in.
sult" to the men and women of
Oregon.

The memorial survived an at
fempt to table it, by Rep. Willlam
Niskanen, Deschutes county, and
a motion to re-refer It to com-
mittee for revision, by Rep, Chind:
gren,
