government borrowing has

been popular In past wars be- - -

cause of the illusion that a na-
uon can finance a war by passing
the burden to the next genera-
tion; the real home front peril is
that of another in- -

flatlon piled ruinously on top of
the last one. - - i

"This disaster Is highly prob.
able , . ; unless the American peo-
ple wholeheartedly support a
realistic program,"

Effect the Same
The report said the effects ot

the war would be felt even If the
war effort is a minor one. It ex-

plained: : J. ,.

"Unlike our situation before
the last war, we lgve very little
idle labor or unused Plant cann- -

clty; the steel Industry is operat
ing at iuu per cent capacity.

"Unemployment amounts to
no more than five per cent of
the labor force, "hardly more
than the normal float of workers
from one job to another."

It drew the- - conclusion that
greater war production meant
smaller civilian production and
less civilian goods per person.

Even a reduced standard of Uv-

ing will be high and fairly
the report said, provid-

ing Americans do not begin t
