With the exceptionally mild
winter and the large accumulation
of irrigation water the coming
harvest year will be excellent in
Oregon, reports from county
agents showed Wednesday on the
first day of spring.

The water supply Is described
as "good" to "excellent" In all
areas except Malheur, Silvies,
Burnt, .Grande Ronde, Umntllla,
Illinois, ApplcRate and Rogue
watersheds.
- The high water content of the
soil has caused some erosion
problems, however, and In some
areas Increased spring wheat
planting may be necessary after
wetsoils fast fall prevented some
farmers from planting. This could
mean decreased incomes from
wheat this year.
