A U.S. Air Force 4 Thunderjet
exploded In flight and crashed on
the American fighter base field
here Wednesday, the third such
thunderjet crash In a month.

The pilot was killed.
The plane, one of five making

up a special acrobatic team known
as the Sky Blazers which had
flown here from Furstenfeldbruck,
Germany, exploded as it flew over
the field control tower.

The 60 or 70 Thunderjets based
permanently in England w e r a
grounded over the weekend be-

cause of the two recent crashes.

SAN FRANCISCO. May 21 -The

SS Pacific Transport wallowed
helplessly in a calm sea some 700
miles east of the Japanese main-

land, awaiting help from another
freighter, the F. J. Luckenbach
Wednesday.

The Luckenbach ship had been
expected for hours, but rescue
operations were hampered by a
dense fog.

The Pacific Transport's rudder
was carried away Tuesday, accord-

ing to radio signals picked up by
Globe Wireless and Coast Guard
operators in San Francisco.

The freighter carries 12 passen-
gers and a crew of 49. She was
bound from Yokohama to San
Francisco with a 12,000 ton gen-
eral cargo.

A U.S. Navy spokesman in Tokyo
said the ship wus not in immediate
danger.
