World Now Moving from Age
Of Atom to Age of Hydrogen

Nugasakl digclosed 10 the world that
i doree of new  dimensions was
abroad with which it would have to
live if it hoped to survive.

Bul fhat wns just the beginning
of mankinid's elforis to muster the
atom.

The first A<bomb was made poss-
ible by an accldent of nature—the
existence of a henvy alom s0 un-|
stable in its makeup that a stray|
neutron could brenk it in two and,
in the proceds, release a port of
the vast store of energy dommed
up in the atom's neleus,

This alom is uranium of weight
215, It exlsts in nalure mixed ane
pitrt in 140 with o more stable kind
of uranium of weight 238, To pro-
duce an explogive of hitherto un-
imagined violence, mun had either
to separate U235 from U-238 or
wrinsform U-238 into another un-
stalile element which could be split
by neutrons.

He did bath, ot nocost of $2,100,-
000,000, in World War II, with re-
sults now lamillar 10 the world.

The neutron, o subnuclear par-
licle present in all atoms heavier
than' hydrogen, was the hero—or
villain of the A-bomb. It nlso Is the
hero, or villain, of the H-bomb. |

The nuelear reaction which gives
the A-bomb its violence is called
fission, or atom-splitting. The re-
action which mukes the H-bomb o
super weapon is fusion, op the com-
bining of ntomie nuclel.

The stars employ fusion of simple
hydrogen nuelel, hrought to pass
under the influence of multi-million
degree heat, to generate their fan-
tastic radiant epergies, Bul the|
stellar method Is tedious. consum-|
ing milllons of years.

The A-bomb gave man the ex-
treme temperalures required for
this **thermonuclear reaction™ but
permitted him only a split-millionth
of a secomnd in which to exploir it,

That ruled out slow-redeting
hydrogen, the lightest of the ele-

ments. So man experimented until |

he found a special hydrogen, o
three-times henvier kind ecalled tri-
tium, which would react in the
fraction of a microsecond belore the
A-bomb’s heat fell too low 1o set
it off.

Tritium was just the tinder
needed to “ignite’” an H-bomb, It
dges not, however, exist in nature.
Man had to create it—by bombard-
ing other light elements in an
atomic reactor with neutrons,

The only source of neutrons avall-
able in quantity to mankind is fis-
sionable uranium. So to make the
“primer'’ of H-bombs, mun had to
use up the siuff of A-bambs.

One H:-bomb, depending on the
amount of explosive hydrogen used,
ean be any number ol times more
powerful than an A-bomb, But
would the H-bomb be worth its cost
in A-bombs? J
