UNDERWATER TELEPHONE CALLS TAKE TO THE SKY

Radio-relay now carries many
callsover Pacificcoastal waters

Long distance calls between Seattle and Van-
couver Island, in Canada, are now traveling by
» beamed oh microwaves from one radio-
relay tower to another much as a searchlight's
rays are direcled. These calls were formerly
carried through submarine cables on the floor
of the 900-foot-decp Haro Strait. But, because
of extrome tidal action, the Haro Strait (ele-
phone cable had to be replaced every three or
four yearas. Now, the new radio-relay sysatem.
willdo the same communications job at less cost.

Catalina Island, too, is served by microwave
radio. This link crosses the 25-mile ocean chan-
nel between the fsland and thoe southern Cali-
fornin mainland, supplementing service pro-
vided by submarine cable. And, here in the
Pacific West, more and more long distance calls,
ns well as television programs, are carried on
radio-relay facilities. This, and other improve-
ments in recent years, is one of the reasons your

Taylor Graiing
Act Changes Aim
Of Metcalf Bill

WASHINGTON, D, C,, July 21 —
Rep. Lee Metealf (D-Mont.) has in-
troduced a bill (o amend the Taylor
Grazing Act.

As explained in a statement re-
leased Monday, the bill (H.R, 6081)
would strengthen the Act and '‘re.
move some of [ts objectionable
features.”

The latter, he continued; inmude
those “‘which have permit‘lml one
class of the multiple
of the public domsin. to ﬁnrnin.ate
the administration of the public
lands of the West,"

Metcalf said his bill' would make
two major changes in the 19-year-
old Taylot Act found necessary
*to protecl the public interest in
watershed protection, wildlife. con-
servation, timber growth and rec-
reational uses of the ,public do-
maln.'

Composed of Stockmen

The present gtazing district ad-
