Of Primes’ to U.

WASHINGTON (UP)— A few old
timers will be around when Sir
Winston Churehill comes here this
week whose memories go back 25
years when a British prime minis-
ter {irst came to Washington to
meet with a president of the Unit-
ed States. Results of such meet-
ings In times of peace more often
than not have disappointed all con-
cerned.

Back in 1929 Prime Minister J.
Ramsay MacDonald blazed the dis-

appointing trail.

Like Churchill now, MacDonald
came here to joln in an effort to

divert the world from disaster. The

effort failed, Herbert Hoover was
MacDonald's host and partner In
a mighty effort to obtain further

gurantees of world peace and na-

val disarmament.
Returned in 1933

MacDonald returned to Washing-
ton at the invitation of former
President Roosevelt in April, 1933,
to discuss the vast figld of world
economics and the. forthcoming
world monetary and economic con-
ference that was shortly to con-
vene in London. He and FDR is-
sued & rosy-hued joint statement,
There has not been in modern his-
tory a more colossal bust than that
London conference,

In December, 1941, began the in-
spiring and fruitful wartime meet-
ings between Churchill, FDR and,
on occasion, the lale Josel V.
Stalin and Generalissimo Chiang
Kai-Shek. These wartime huddles
forged the plans and policies of
victory. But the Roosevelt-Church-
il luck began to run out toward
the end of the war at Yalta. At
the Potsdam Conference among

On May 18 Churchill replied to
a guestion from Socialist Aneurin
Bevan that ‘‘there is no doubt of
our readiness to examine that
question after the results of Ge
neva are known,'"" Mi. Elsenhower
has said he and his visitors would
canvass the field of world affairs
and it is conceivable that much
more could come from this meet-
ing in the summer of 1954 than
from some earlier efforts.

As for meeting with Malenkov,
Mr. Eisenhower has been standing
on a statement of April 16, 1953
He said thon he would go half
way to meet the Russians when
the Russians showed good faith in
their clamor far peace. If the Pres-
ident persists in that position,
Churchill will not get far with any
plan for a meeting with Moscow,

Arms Shipment -
Put Spoflight
On Guatemala

Most Amerieans really woke up
only one month ago to the fact
that Communism has a dangerous
foothold within two hours flying
time of the Panama Canal and
within three hours of the Texas
oll fields.

Guatemala had long been dis-
missed as just one of the little
“hanana republics” of Central
Amerieca.

it was not until the dis-
closure that a shipment of 2,000
tons of arms from behind the Iron
Curtain had been landed at o Gua-
temalan port that the situation
really hit the headlines.

The State Department had been
aware for a long time that Gualte-
mala was a danger spol.

It became plain soon after the
inauguration of President Jacobo
Arbenz Gusman in 1951 that his
administration would be anti-Amer-
ican.

1.8, Soon Convinced

The State Department soon be-
came convinced, too, that the Gun-
temalan Communist Party, with
only about 3,000 card-carrying
members, exerted strong influence,
if not domination, over the gov-
ernment.

But little Guatemala, about the
size of Tennessee or Ohio, with
a population of 2,800,000, is a sov-
ereign country and U, S action
was difficult.

The arms shipment brought the
situation to & head. A Pan-Ameri-
can  conference on Guatemala,
which probably will be held late
this month, was organized to dis-
cuss a plan of action.

Then the United States resorted
to the unprecedented step of ask-
ing foreign countries to permit in
peace time search of their vessels
which might be taking arms to
Guatemala,

Now the situation has erupted
in & revolt led from outside the
country by Guatemalan political
refugees.

Colonel Heads Revolt

Castillo®* Armas  altended  the
United States Army school at Fort
Leavenworth, Kans, He is rogard-
ed as friendly to thls country.

President Arbenz Gusman is a
propounced leftist though not a
Communist, and he Bas been con-
sistently anti-American in his poli-
cies.

He was assured the presidential
election when his ehiel opponent
was assassinated in an ambush. At
37, he became the youngest of the
American republic presidents.,

Whatever happens in Guatemala
in the immediate future, it may be
taken for granted that the United
States will not rest until Red in-
fluence in Guatemala has been
eliminated.
