WASHINGTON Secretary of
Interior Douglas McKay has tried
to eprsuade Idaho Gov. Len Jor
dan to resign-- and take a federal
job, in order to eive the Eisen
hower administration a better ap-
pearance of action in getting
something tangible accomplished
on LiiDuy dam.

Gov. Jordan has . been an
nounced as President Eisenhow-
er's choice for the vacancy on the
international Joint Commission
but he can't hold both jobs at
once. He has elected to stay at
Boise for the remainder of his
present term, which expires at the
end of this year, and the Presi
dent has indicated the job on the
International board will be kept
open lor mm.

The trouble with this set of cir
cumstances, as McKay and other
Northwest Republicans see it, is
that they may have difficulty per
suading citizens in the Pacific
Northwest that they are really
pushing for approval by the IJC

McKay made what he consid
ered a major announcement last
spring when he said the adminis-
tration was resubmitting to the
IJC the Libby dam proposal for
its approval. Adlai Stevenson and
other Democrats have since chal
lenged the sincerity of the admin
istration in that move, pointing out
that only last year the adminis-
tration withdrew the Libby dam
proposal from the same IJC be-
cause of criticism of its location
near the Canadian border where
it would inundate private timber
holdings and Great Northern rail
road trackage.

During the past year, however,
the army engineers picked a new
site for the dam where it will do
less damage to private property
and it is that site which has been
sent back to the IJC, which must
approve it because the dam would
back water over into Canada,

McKay early last week went to
Boltan Landing, N. Y., where tne
annual conference of governors
was meeting. An Interior Depart
ment aide passed the word that he
was going there to speak to Jor-
dan about leaving Boise to take
the IJC post as soon as possible.
No announcement has come from
the Idaho governor on the subject,
nor is it known here what his de
cision may be.

But from the standpoint of the
realities of getting action on Libby
dam, top officials here explain it
matters little whether Jordan
waits until the first of the year to
take the job or does it sooner.
The reason is that government
engineers still have so much staff
work to do at the Corps of Engi
neers level that it will be January
before the IJC can take a serious
look at the implications of the
new site for Libby dam.

But Democrats are bound to
make political capital of the lang-
uishing Libby proposal when they
point to the vacancy on the IJC
which has existed since last Feb
ruary.

Meanwhile, the IJC has numer
ous other problems to deal with
the seaway and power features ol
the St. Lawrence Seaway act re-

cently passed by Congress, as
well as the Niagara power devel-

opment which Congress is expect
ed to take up before it adjourns.

The administration has been un
der fire from New York for its
long delay in filling the IJC be
cause of these two major prob-
lems. McKay's mission to Bolton
Landing was designed, then, to
stamp out political brush fires in
the east and the west that might
prove damaging in the fall elec-
tion campaigns.

Whether he sold his former gu-

bernatorial colleague from Idaho
remains to be seen.
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Japanese Political

Confusion Used

By Communists

TOKYO liftJapanese Commu

nists, ordered by their under-
ground leaders to avoid violence,
are finding the current political
controversy in Japan exactly to
their liking.

It's just what they need in their
campaign to lower American pres-
tige in Japan and to make the
United States the villain in .the
eyes of the average Japanese citi-
zen.

With Premier Shigeru Yoshida
being beseiged by'criticism from
all political sides, the Communists
have a tailor-mad- e opportunity to
make their influence felt.

Avowed Reds can scream all the
louder against Yoshida's pro- -
American government, the ship
building scandal and Japanese re
armament.

And Communists Who hide their
party ties can safely join the pro-
tests, for who can pinpoint them
among the conservatives, liberals,

and ultra-rightis- ts

who also criticize Yoshida?
Japan's Communist Party cur

rently is on the wane. It is esti-
mated there now are from 20,000
to 30,000 dues-payin- g Reds in the
nation, compared with the 100,- -
000 who registered as Communists
in 1950. Only one Communist now
holds a Diet seat, compared with
35 in 1949.

Nominally Leaderlegg
Nominally the Japanese parry is

leaderless, the top Reds being
driven underground in 1950. But
actually the leaders exercise com-

plete and autocratic control over
their followers.

"The rank and file of the Com-
munist Party," one source said,
"merely obeys and carries out the
orders of their underground lead-
ers who direct the constantly
changing tactics of violence and
revolution.'

The Allies, strangely enough,
used the same purge ordinance to
remove the Communists from po-
litical activity in 1950, as they did
to exile politically the

four years earlier. When
the Communist leaders failed to
report on their activities as they
were required to do, arrest war-
rants were sworn out. But when
police attempted to find them,
they had disappeared.

Who are the top men in the Jap-
anese Communist Party?

There is Kyuichi Tokuda, 60,
secretary-gener- al of the Japan
Communist Parry. Imprisoned for
18 years by the pre-w- Japanese,
he was released by the Allies. Un
der his influence, the party elected
ia members to the Diet in 1949
and polled nearly three million
votes. He was purged by the Al-

lies in 1950 and went underground.
There have been reports that he
now is in Moscow.

"The Communists themselves
weren't slow to recognize the dis-

advantages of brandishing the old
Communist banner and gradually
shifted their tactics to flank move-
ments.

"Now the party has dropped the
banner of 'socialist revolution' and
has decided to appear to Japanese
psychology with a new cry of
'peace' and 'independence'."

Ironically, the Allies, particular-
ly America, fostered the very par-
ty they would now like to see
wiped out in Japan.

Switch In Tactics
When the war ended and party

leaders returned or were released.
the Communists greatly expanded
their influence under Allied pro-
tection. Gaining enough influence,
they suddenly switched tactics, a
move they have made three times
since the war's end.

At first they called for coopera
tion with the Allies; But after No- -
zaka was dressed down for being
too "peaceful," they switched to
militant ladies.

In Juno, 1950, 24 members of
the central committee and 17
members of Akuhata wore purged,
and nine leaders went under-
ground. From that point on there
was increased violence .climaxed
by the bloody 1952 May Day riots.
