He was a fehief petty ofticer
with the Seabees in the Pacific
theater.

Mr. Wallan was married to Cora
Anderson, who survives, on Nov
16, 1920. The couple were parents
of four sons. Helmer and Lu- -

verne. both Bend residents, serv
ed in the Navy in World War II,
and Floyd, now in Springfield,
served in the Army. The other
son, Arthur, was killed at Dutch
Harbor, June 3, 1942, while serv
ing in the Navy.

The family came to Bend ir
1936, and Mr. Wallan and his wife
moved in 1951 to Springfield,
where they operated a motor
court. More recently, he returned
to construction work. In addition

Sweetland inclosed such a re
lease he said was mailed to his
newspaper, the Milwaukie Review
He said that once out of theenvel-
opes the releases are anonymous.
several, , he said, contained out
right falsehoods and scurrilous
pesonal references to Republican
senator Ouy Cordon s opposition.
State Sen. Richard L. Neuberger
opposes Cordon for the Senate.

Sweetland- cited an opinion yes
terday by Attorney General Robert
Y. Thornton which said press re
leases sent from campaign head-
quarters without designation of the
name and address of the author
and of the printer and publisher:
thereof was in violation of the law.

The opinion said such a press
release was a "publication."

However, Frank Herbert, who
has been in charge of Cordon com-
mittee press releases, said the at-

torney general's interpretation that
a press release is a publication
within the meaning of the law
"will be news to all newspaper-
men." Herbert said that press re
leases are submitted solely to
newspaper editors and not to the
public generally and are not in
themselves, in his opinion, a
"publication."

Herbert also said press releases
while not themselves signed, are
mailed in envelopes which bear
the Cordon for U. S. Senator Com-
mittee return address. Thus, he
said, no one can claim there has
been any attempt to mislead or to
make the releases anonymous.

M. D. A. Maes, a
invalid, got into the car to wait
for his companions at the cele-
bration in front of the Immaculate
Conception Church and apparently
tried to switch on the car lights.

Nine other persons suffered less
serious injuries as the panicked
crowd scattered before the auto
mobile.

Hears Dr. Bunche
EUGENE (UP) Dr. Ralph

Bunche, director of the United Na-

tions trusteeship division, told an
overflow audience here last night
that American opposition to the
world organization is "ironic."

The Nobel Peace Prize winner
told a meeting in the Erb Memorial
Union at the University of Oregon
that critics tended to foget the
successes of the United Nations
and to stress its weaknesses and
failures. And there are weaknesses
and failures," he added.

Dr. Bunche said his chief answer

Utah's Lee

Set to Test
Aid Legality

SALT LAKE CITY (UP) Utah
Republican Gov. J. Bracken Lee
said today ho plans to test the
legality of the federal govern
ment's foreign aid program before
the U. S. Supreme Court.

The governor, long an opponent
of federal foreign aid, federal in-

come taxes and federal grants to
states, asked the stifle attorney
general to ascertain the proper
procedure for a citizen, or "state
official," to take the issue to the
nation's highest court.

Lee contended that "it is a vio
lation of our federal Constitution
when our government gives our
hard earned money to foreign
nations."

He called for the return of

government to "moral integrity,"
which would eliminate the "desire
for power allowing the government
to take money at will from Amer-
icans and give it with equal ease
to peoples of other nations.'"

Lee said it is unconstitutional
to give American money to foreign
nations and "if I can find a way
to legally protest this give away
in the U. S. Supreme Court I'm
going to do it."
